THE IMAGE OF THE ELDERLY IN THE BELARUSIAN JOURNALISM

Summary. The article attempts to reveal the relationship between the type of the
conceptualization and the type of narrative text in which this conceptualization gets an
expression. The material of the study are dialectal texts, the memories of life of older people,
as well as journalistic texts of different genres, the conceptualization of elderly age expressed
by the texts is the subject of our investigation. The journalistic texts are devoted to this
subject, the stories of the dialect native speakers include it as one of the topics of a broader
biographical narrative. The authors come to conclusion that the stereotype of old age, an old
man gets an expression in a highly structured narrative in third person, the conceptualization
is expressed implicitly — through presuppositions or implicature, when the author thinks of his
audience as sharing of his values. The concept is revealed more often in the form of narrative
in first person, the genre type of texts is difficult to restrict due to the individualization of the
content and the complex design of audience, variety of communicative roles of the author.

PROBLEMS OF PUBLICISTIC AND POLEMICAL RELATIONS IN RUSSIAN

Polemical style is also an integral feature of the genre of Russian literature, but its
presence does not always lead to publicistic nature («Fathers and Sons» by Turgenev).
