FROM THE HISTORY OF BREST FORTRESS

The most important monument of the Great Patriotic War is Brest Fortress.
This unique fortification is a symbol of heroic resistance and the courage of its
defenders. During the week, the garrison of the fortress in the amount of
3,5 thousand people restrained the 45th German infantry division, supported by
artillery and aviation.

The construction of the Fortress began in 1833 upon the project by Carl
Opperman on the territory of the old town. It had been finished by 1844. By the
beginning of the 20th century, the fortress had been renovated a couple of times.
A mourning meeting took place in the fortress on 18 September 1971.

The integrated architectural and artistic complex, which immortalised the
legendary but true story of the heroes of Brest Fortress, represents ruins of the
old fortress, battle spots, and monumental sculptural compositions.

The main entrance has become an original overture to the sculptural poem.
A five-point star, a symbol of military valour and honour, looks as if it were
carved in a reinforced-concrete block. Sounds of the metronome counting down
the last peaceful moments are heard under the vaults of the main entrance. Then
one can hear the increasing roar of the approaching bombers; the deafening
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howling and thunder of exploding bombs and shells and the song “The Sacred
War” [1].

The central alley leads to the Citadel. The sculptural composition “Thirst”
symbolizing thirst for life, struggle and victory is erected to the left of the bridge
on the bank of the Mukhavets River. Ceremonial Square begins from the ruins
of the White Palace. The 100-m titanium-coated bayonet obelisk, a symbol of
military bravery, can be seen from afar. The Main monument 31.5 m in height
and 50 m in width, made of reinforced concrete towers over the ruins of the
former Engineering board. In the severe stare of a warrior, who looks as if he
were stepping forth from an unfolded banner, one can see sorrow at his dead
comrades, enormous will-power, courage and inflexible resolution to stand to
the bitter end. On the backside of the monument one can find bas-reliefs
representing the most important episodes of the fortress defence.

Three tiers of granite gravestones are situated in the centre of the
architectural complex. The remains of 962 people who died in the fortress lie
under them. The names of 269 fortress defenders and members of their families
are written on the gravestones. The others are mentioned as “unknown”.

Eternal flame is burning in front of the ruins of the former Engineering
board. The moderate and majestic melody “Daydreams” by Schumann imparts
special emphasis to the words inscribed at the fire: “They have stood to the
death. Praise the heroes!” Piotr Mironovich Masherov, the first secretary of the
Central Committee of the Communist party of Byelorussia, a Hero of the Soviet
Union, lit the eternal flame on the day of the inauguration. A memorial area of
the cities-heroes was laid near the eternal flame on 9 May 1985.

Not only the music and sound accompaniment has an influence upon the
visitors, but also the evening artistic and decorative illumination of the
memorial. The territory of the memorial is planted around with roses, weeping
willows, thujas, and silver fir-trees.

St. Nicholas’ church, which was handed to Brest/Korbin eparchy in 1994, is
situated on the territory of the fortress. Since September 1995 Orthodox
believers have been coming to find spiritual satisfaction there. Requiem liturgies
are chanted yearly on 22 June to honour those who died on that territory.

The inauguration of the memorial complex “Brest Hero Fortress” was held
on 25 September 1971. One of the honourable visitors was writer Sergey
Sergeyevich Smirnov, who had dedicated more than 10 years of his life to the
search of fortress defenders. He had restored the names of the dead heroes, and
became a close friend of the survivors. S. S. Smirnov was awarded the Lenin
prize for the book “Brest Fortress™.

The fortress wasn’t destroyed much during the Word War I. The Treaty of
Brest-Litotisk was signed here: Soviet Russia ended its participation in the war
and lost some of its territory. In 1920 —1939 the Polish military reservations
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were located in the fortress, and on the second day of Word War Il (September
2, 1939) German planes began to throw bombs on it. On September, 22 Brest
and the fortress were officially given to the USSR, and in 1941 the war for the
Fortress began again [2].

In 1956, it was decided to found the museum. It was encouraged by Sergei
Smirnov’s works: he collected stories about the first days of the war and the
people whose destiny was tied strongly with this place. In 1965 the fortress
received the title “Hero-Fortress”, and in 1971 the memorial complex was
opened.

The main entrance to the fortress is a huge concrete five-pointed star. There
are many other places worth visiting in Brest Fortress: the White Palace,
Sculpture composition “Thirst”, the Museum of the Brest Hero Fortress,
St. Nicholas Garrison Church, Holm Gate.

Just ruins remain from the White Palace. There was a wooden church back
in the 17th century, in the 18th the stone building of military assembly was
constructed. In the beginning of the 20th century there was a restaurant,
billiards, a dance hall and a library in that building. In 1918 the Treaty of Brest
was signed here.

The iconic “Thirst” monument commemorates the dramatic first days of the
war, when the waterline was knocked out of action and the road to the river was
constantly under fire.

The Ceremonial Square is a huge square with memorial stones and the
names of the fallen engraved on them, a 100-meter bayonet obelisk, the eternal
flame and the main monument (which is unofficially, but usually called
“Courage”). A solemn and sad place that reminds us that war should only
remain in museums.

One can visit the Museum of Brest Hero Fortress. One will get acquainted
with the history of the World War | and the interwar period in the first two halls
of the museum. A detailed history of the war is presented: photos, documents,
things. The last room contains a collection of weapons from the 18th and
20th centuries [1].

Holm Gates are beautiful gates with bullet scars — a symbol of the fortress
and the city as a whole. They used to be the main entrance to the city. The gates
were named after the Polish city of Chetm and survived both wars. They were
also called the Hospital Gates, because they led to the island where the hospital
was located. Beyond the gates, there is a bridge that will take us to the Valin
Fortress.

St. Nicholas Garrison Church was built in 1876. In 1924, when these
territories belonged to Poland, it was converted into a Catholic church (some
elements can still be seen inside), since 1941 there was a garrison club, and only
in 1999 the building was again turned into a church.
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People of all ages, convictions and trades come to the fortress, few of them
remain indifferent, and few of them are not shocked at what they can see or hear
there. Brest Fortress and its defenders kept the memory of the past during all
those years and helped treat the present with wisdom and responsibility.

ENTWALDUNG: URSACHEN UND FOLGEN

Der Mensch hatte schon immer ein besonderes Verhiltnis zum Wald.
Jahrtausendelang diente er vor allem als Lieferant von Brennholz, Bauholz und
Nahrung. Wilder erfiillen sowohl fiir die Natur selbst als auch fiir den Menschen
eine Reihe wichtiger Funktionen. Der Wald ist Lebensraum fiir unzihlige Tiere
und Pflanzen, ein Garant fiir Artenvielfalt und Biodiversitidt, ein Ort der
Erholung, der klaren frischen Luft. Wilder sorgen auch fiir einige wichtige
Okosystem- dienstleistungen. Sie dienen als riesige Filter im Wasserkreislauf.
Blatter und Nadeln lassen Wasser verdunsten, daraus entstehen Wolken, die
Sonnenstrahlen reflektieren und damit die natiirliche Erderwdrmung minimieren.
Zusitzlich entsteht durch die Verdunstung Kélte, zwar keine Minusgrade, aber
wertvolle Kiihlung. Und Wilder speichern Kohlenstoff: in den Bléttern,
Stammen, Wurzeln und geben ihn sogar in den Boden ab. Weil der Atmosphére
bei Bindung einer Tonne Kohlenstoff 3,67 Tonnen Kohlendioxid entzogen
werden, ist die Bedeutung der Wilder als Kohlenstoffsenke enorm.

Heute, im Zeitalter der Industrialisierung und Globalisierung, greift aber der
Mensch groBflichig in dieses Okosystem ein, oft ungewollt oder aus
Unwissenheit, und verursacht dabei Schéaden, die teilweise nicht mehr reparabel
sind. In der vorliegenden Arbeit werden Ursachen fiir die Zerstorung der Wilder
(Entwaldung) und deren Folgen betrachtet.

Auch in
den Waildern Kanadas, Skandinaviens, Russlands, Osteuropas, stehen die
Kettensdgen nicht still. Nach Angaben der Weltbank hat die Welt zwischen
1990 und 2016 1,3 Millionen Quadratkilometer Wald verloren — was einer
Flache groBer als Siidafrika entspricht. Seit Beginn der Abholzung wurden dabei
ganze 46 9% aller Biume gefillt und die Verluste steigen weiter. Unter
Abholzung,  Walzerstorung oder  Entwaldung  versteht man die
Massenvernichtung von Wéldern, um langfristige Vorteile einem kurzfristigen
Gewinn gegeniiber zu opfern. Waldzerstorung hat viele Ursachen, die oft
zusammenwirken. Meist beginnt mit der menschlichen Nutzung der Wilder eine
Kette der Zerstorung. Die verschie- denen Griinde, warum durch menschliche
Aktivititen Wailder verschwinden, werden unter dem Begriff , Treiber der
Entwaldung® zusammengefasst.

Der Haupttreiber ist die Landwirtschaft, die thren Teil zur Zerstérung der
Wilder durch einen enormen Flachenbedarf fiir den Anbau von Futter- und
Nutzpflanzen sowie fiir Viehweiden beitragt. Das sind zumeist fiir den Export in
die Industrielander Nordamerikas, Europas und Asiens bestimmte
Agrarprodukte, die in groBen Monokultur-Plantagen angebaut werden. Zu
diesen Exportwaren gehoren unter anderem Soja als Tierfutter, Palmol fiir die
Lebensmittel- und Kosmetikindustrie und als Biodiesel, Eukalyptus fir die
Papierindustrie sowie Kaffee, Kakao und Siidfriichte. Die Entwaldung ist zu 96
% mit der Umwandlung in landwirtschaftliche Flachen verbunden. Der Wald
wird oft nicht deshalb gerodet, weil es zu wenig Agrarflichen gibt, sondern,
weil es die billigste Losung ist. Allein in Indonesien gibt es schitzungsweise
rund 20 Millionen Hektar Brachflichen, die landwirtschaftlich genutzt werden
konnten, trotzdem werden jedes Jahr weitere 685.000 Hektar Wald gerodet [1].

Auch die Viehzucht spielt eine Rolle in der Zerstorung von Wéldern. Im
Amazonasgebiet sind Viehzuchtbetriebe die Hauptursache fiir das Waldsterben.
Durch die Massentierhaltung werden hohe Mengen an schidlichem Stickstoff
produziert und Stickstoff sowie Giille werden in der Landwirtschaft als Diinger
eingesetzt. Stickstoff ist zwar ein wichtiger Néhrstoff fiir alle Lebewesen, in zu
hohen Mengen ist er jedoch schéddlich und extrem belastend fiir die Umwelt.

Eine andere Ursache der Entwaldung ist der Holzeinschlag zur Gewinnung
von Bau- und Brennmaterial, aber auch fiir die Produktion von Modgbeln,
Bodenbelédgen, Papier und andere Produkte. 72 % der bedrohten Urwélder sind
durch Holzeinschlag gefdhrdet, denn durch die Nutzung verlieren Urwélder
ihren Charakter unwiederbringlich und werden degradiert. Seit einigen Jahren
wird der illegale Holzeinschlag und -handel besonders thematisiert. In
holzproduzierenden Landern wie Kamerun und Indonesien ist Schitzungen
zufolge die Mehrheit des Holzeinschlags illegal. Illegale Héndler bauen sogar
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extra Stralen, um sich Zugang zu immer entlegeneren Wildern zu verschaffen,
um dort weiter Baume zu féllen.

Auch die Zersiedlung und Urbanisierung, also das Ausbreiten der Stidte,
tragt einen Teil zur Waldzerstorung bei. Menschen nehmen immer mehr
Lebensraum fiir den Stddtebau ein und nehmen dabei weltweit oft nur wenig
Riicksicht —auf die  vorherrschenden = Walder.  Zusétzlich  sorgen
Infrastrukturprojekte, zu denen auch Stauddmme und andere groBflachige
Eingriffe =~ gehoren, dafiir, dass wertvoller = Wald  verschwindet.
Infrastrukturprojekte konnen Wélder entweder unmittelbar vernichten, wenn
beispielsweise Stauseen ganze Landstriche fluten, oder als Folge der
Erschliefung, wenn Stra3en in zuvor unberiihrte Naturwélder getrieben werden,
was den Holzeinschlag ermdglicht und die Waldbrandgefahr erhoht.

Noch ein Treiber der Entwaldung ist der Abbau von Bodenschitzen wie
Gold oder auch Erdol, weil viele Rohstoffe, die wir fiir unseren Lebensstil fiir
unentbehrlich halten, lagern im Boden tropischer Regenwalder.

Nicht nur wirtschaftliche Interessen konnen eine Ursache fiir
Waldzerstorung sein. In vielen Landern ist die Armut der Bevolkerung eine
Ursache fiir die Entwaldung, wenn namlich die Menschen ihren existentiellen
Energiebedarf zum Kochen und Heizen nur durch Brennholz decken konnen.
Zum Beispiel in Afrika ist Holz die bei weitem wichtigste Energiequelle.
Brennholznutzung ist der Grund fiir die Hélfte des weltweiten Holzeinschlags.

Die verschiedenen Griinde fiir Entwaldung konnen dabei nicht getrennt
voneinander betrachtet werden, da sie sich oft beeinflussen, beziehungsweise in
Konkurrenz zu einander stehen. Wo ein Staudamm gebaut wird, muss Ackerland
weichen, und fiir dieses wird dann wieder neuer Regenwald abgeholzt. Diese
Prozesse verlaufen nicht tiberall gleich. In verschiedenen Erdteilen spielen
verschiedene Ursachen die Hauptrolle bei der Waldzerstérung. Vom Amazonas-
Regenwald gingen bereits 20 % an Sojaplantagen und Rinderweiden verloren,
und in Indonesien sind der Holzeinschlag fiir die Zellstoff- und Papierindustrie
und die Umwandlung in Zellstoff- und Palmoélplantagen das Hauptproblem.

Wenn Wald zerstort oder auch nur in seiner Zusammensetzung verdandert
wird, dann ist das ein mehr oder wenig verheerender Eingriff in ein natiirliches
System mit Auswirkungen auf die Biodiversitit (86% der gefahrdeten Saugetier-
und Vogelarten sind durch die Entwaldung in ihrem Fortbestand bedroht, den
Wasserkreislauf, das Klima, die Schutzfunktionen des Waldes, den Wald als
Wirtschafts- und Kulturraum, die Erndhrungssouverénitit und Migrations-
bewegungen (indigene Volker verlieren ihre Lebensgrundlage) [2]. Nach
unserer Auffassung sind diese Aspekte fiir ein zukunftfihiges Miteinander von
Natur und Mensch wesentlich und wenn sie verschlechtert oder gar auller
Funktion genommen werden, dann sollte dies keinesfalls ohne Voraussicht und
eine breite Diskussion geschehen.
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Allerdings miissen wir uns auch bewusst sein, dass die natiirlichen
Ressourcen begrenzt sind. Die entwickelten Lander miissen ihren iibermifligen
Konsum einschrianken und die vorhandenen natiirlichen Ressourcen effizienter
nutzen.

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CONTRIBUTION OF BELARUS TO THE WORLD’S
ARCHITECTURAL TREASURY

The architecture of a country is a kind of image of the state, it reveals the
historical heritage, tastes, preferences and standard of living of its people.
Architecture is also a kind of bait for a large number of tourists. In Belarus,
there are many architectural monuments with a rich history. The Belovezhskaya
Pushcha, Mir Castle, Nesvizh Palace and Park Complex and the Struve Arc are
in the list of the world treasury of culture. The UNESCO experts are carefully
studying about two dozen other sites located on the territory of Belarus, which
can be included in the World Heritage List. In this article we aim to describe
some of these architectural monuments of Belarus.

Kamenets Tower is a monument of defensive architecture. According to the
Galicia-Volyn Chronicle, the Tower was constructed in the period from 1276 to
1288 by the prince of Volyn Vladimir Vasilkovich. In the 14th century the Tower
withstood the raids of crusaders, the assaults of the troops of the Polish and
Lithuanian princes. In the 17th century merciless battles between the armies of the
Commonwealth, Sweden and the Russian state unfolded near the walls of the
Tower. As a result, in 1661 Kamenets was exempted from paying taxes for 4 years.

The Tower is a round brick building, its height is about 30 m, outer diameter
is 13.5, wall thickness is 2.5 m. The tower has five tiers (floors), connected by
stairs, on which a significant number of soldiers could be accommodated.
Having an exclusively defensive purpose, the Tower of Kamenets is devoid of
any architectural decorations. The building is constructed from dark red and
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yellow cobblestones. The artistic expressiveness of the building is achieved by
the monolithic nature of the building, the brevity of the architectural solution,
the location of the tower on a hill, which is surrounded by a rampart in wooden
walls [1].

The Tower served as a warehouse and an arsenal: in the lower, coldest tiers,
provisions were stored, in the upper, next to the battle area, weapons and
ammunition. Fighters occupied the free space. Like with many historical and
architectural monuments, there were attempts to dismantle the Tower into bricks
in 1822, but they failed: the bundle and lime bricks hardened so much over the
centuries that the whole tower seemed to turn into one large stone. In the early
1950s, the tower was whitewashed for the first time and the floor was paved
with stones. Restoration work was carried out in the Tower in 1968-1973 and
1996-2003. Now the Tower houses a museum.

Slonim Synagogue is a monument of baroque architecture in the town of
Slonim. It was built in 1642 in the historic centre of the town within the system
of its defensive structures, not far from the market. A powerful structure,
surrounded by a number of buildings along the perimeter, was the architectural
dominant of the ancient square, to which the streets converged. The square brick
building looks like a basilica, covered with a gable roof. The building has a
centric nine-floor planning scheme, typical for synagogues of the
17-18th centuries: the structure of the ceilings is solved by nine vaulted spans,
two-tiered facades, three-axis symmetrical composition. Lower late annexes
adjoin the main volume on three sides. The structure was defensive in nature:
thick walls, lack of rich decor, high window openings [2]. In 1881, the
synagogue was badly damaged by a great fire. Immediately after the fire, the
activities of the synagogue were resumed with donations from the parishioners,
despite the fact that the authorities of the town did not give permission for this.
In 2001, the synagogue was transferred to the ownership of the Jewish Religious
Association of Belarus. Now the synagogue needs restoration that has
practically stopped.

Gomel Palace and Park Ensemble is a monument of the republican
significance, an architectural monument of Gomel of the 2nd half of the 18th —
mid-19th centuries, a complex of natural, historical and architectural
monuments. It stretches for 800 m along the right bank of the Sozh River.
Gomel Palace and Park Ensemble includes the settlement of ancient and
medieval Gomel of the 10-18th centuries with preserved elements of the natural
and historical landscape, the palace of the Rumyantsevs and Paskeviches of the
18th—19th centuries, the 19th century park, the chapel of the Paskeviches family,
the Winter garden with an observation tower — a former sugar factory of the
19th century, a complex of outbuildings of the 19th century [1].
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The central link of the complex is a 34-hectare park. There are about
5 thousand trees in the park. The compositional centre of the ensemble is a
palace built in the style of classicism, which embodied the spirit of Catherine’s
era in an artistic form. The chapel-burial vault of the Paskeviches family was
created in the pseudo-Russian style in 1889. According to the project of the
English architect George Clarke, St. Peter and Paul’s Cathedral was built in
1809-1824 near the palace.

The Church of the Holy Trinity is a Catholic church in Gervyaty, the
Grodno region. It was built in 1899-1903 in the neo-Gothic style.

The Catholic parish in Gerviaty was founded in 1526, at the same time a
small wooden church was built. In 1899-1903 a majestic stone church was built
in its place by the architect Vaclav Mikhnevich. According to the chronicles,
more than 70 people worked on the construction every day, a brick factory was
specially built outside the village, where they made high-quality bricks for the
temple. Lime was made from limestone, which was mined in the Losha River,
eggs collected in thousands from local peasants were added to the lime solution
for strength. The roof tiles were brought from Germany. The height of the bell
tower is 61 m [2]. The Church in Gervyaty is one of the three tallest churches in
Belarus and is one of the best examples of the neo-Gothic style in the country.

Modern Belarusian architecture is also of interest: the original building of
the National Library is repeatedly mentioned in the lists of the most unusual
architectural solutions.

The new building of the National Library was inaugurated on June 16, 2006.
The design envisaged the construction of an original building in the shape of a
rhombicuboctahedron — a complex polyhedron of 18 squares and 8 triangles
resting on a supporting podium (stylobate). The surface of the diamond is
covered by glass. The cut diamond shape symbolizes the value of knowledge
and the endlessness of the perceptible world. Today the Belarusian “diamond” is
a unique cultural and educational centre, a real temple of the book. The library
contains more than 9.8 million storage units in various media. From the
observation deck of the National Library, located at a height of 72 meters,
Minsk is visible at a glance, which makes the library a tourist attraction.

To sum up Belarus has a huge historical heritage. Today new and old
masterpieces of architecture are being created and restored. They truly can be
included into the UNESCO World Heritage List.
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THE ROLE OF SPORTS INFRASTRUCTURE FOR TOURISM
DEVELOPMENT IN BELARUS

Sport tourism refers to travel which involves either observing or
participating in a sporting event while staying apart from the tourists’ usual
environment. It is a kind of tourism associated with the organization and holding
of any significant sports event, and the attendance of these events by spectators,
as well as visiting sports facilities for recreation and health improvement. Sport
tourism is a fast growing sector of the global travel industry and equates to
$600 billion a year [1].

The creation of sports facilities contributes to the development of sports.
Infrastructure allows more people to be involved in sports. Professional athletes
get the opportunity to train in a comfortable environment. In addition, the
facilities can serve as a venue for mass sports events that contribute to the
popularization of sports and outdoor activities.

Modern sports multifunctional facilities can attract sports tourism
enthusiasts from all over the world. This article aims to describe major sports
facilities in Belarus and their role in the development of sports tourism in
Belarus.

The Minsk-Arena can host competitions in 25 sports disciplines. In addition,
the Hockey Club “Dynamo” holds its home matches at the Minsk-Arena.
“Dynamo” games attract a large number of fans. The Minsk-Arena has been the
main venue for such top competitions as the European Rhythmic Gymnastics
Championship, the World Ice Hockey Championship, the European Boxing
Championship and others. In 2019, Minsk-Arena hosted the competitions of the
second European games.

The main site of the popular Belarusian complex is the Ice Arena, which can
accommodate more than 15,000 people. The Minsk-Arena is a modern complex
aimed at professional athletes, where there are simulators, changing rooms,
medical offices and rooms for doping control. However, ordinary citizens, who
have nothing to do with sports, have a lot to turn around here. The Minsk-Arena
has everything concentrated in one place, from restaurants and small cafes to
massage rooms and a children’s room, where young visitors can spend time with
their peers. There are special kiosks to buy souvenirs. If you want to attend a
course of lectures on the history of Minsk-Arena and visit the Alley of Sports
Glory, you should book an excursion in advance [2].
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The Ski Centre “Silichi” is located 32 km from Minsk near the village of
Silichi. It is a large recreational and entertainment complex. A large number of
trails of varying complexity for skiing, snowboarding and snowmobiling will be
a great pleasure for professionals and amateurs.

The Extreme Park includes a snowpark, halfpipe, several large jumps. All
the routes include a cable car, designed for a large number of places. For
beginners, a long-distance training course is equipped. If necessary, you can pay
for classes with a professional trainer. All necessary sports and protective
equipment for outdoor activities can be rented.

The ski centre “Silichi” offers various activities for those who chose this
place for a holiday in summer. There is a pond, where fishing is allowed. There
are cross-country tracks for cycling and roller skating, big courts for tennis and
badminton, volleyball and basketball courts. There are cosmetic and bath
complexes where you can swim in the pool and enjoy all kinds of massage,
various caring procedures and masks [3].

The Republican Centre for Olympic Training in Winter Sports «Raubichi» 1S
a truly unique complex, famous in the world. It offers opportunities for sporting
events, including world-class events.

The Raubichi complex provides all necessary infrastructure. For
professional sportsmen and amateur enthusiasts there is a 20 km track, a
biathlon shooting range for 30 installations, a freestyle slope, as well as an
indoor skating rink that has already been widely used for hockey, speed skating
and other ice sports competitions. In summer at tourists’ disposal there are
several well-equipped gyms, bicycle rental, tennis courts.

There are 2 hotels and a camp for 16 houses, a cafe, a bar-pizzeria, a
restaurant.

At the 2019 European Biathlon Championship, the stands, which can seat
6,000 spectators, were full [3].

The ski centre “Logoisk” is located 35 km away from Minsk. It is a
magnificent sports and recreation complex where one can spend an exciting
holiday.

The sport complex “Logoisk™ provides all the opportunities for professional
and amateur training in different kinds of sports. In winter these are skiing,
snowboarding, skating, in summer — volleyball, tennis and many others.

While visiting the ski centre “Logoisk™ tourists can stay at splendid hotel
rooms, equipped with all the necessary amenities, visit a bar or play billiards. In
winter, the nursery is opened, where parents can leave their children under the
care of an experienced educator. There are nine spacious chalet houses equipped
with all the amenities.

The restaurant on the territory of the complex is originally designed, its big
hall holds two hundred people. There is a magnificent bath complex located
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here. A visit to this place will surely help you to relax mentally and
physically [3].

In conclusion, it should be noted that holding international competitions of
the highest rank at these sites will increase their attractiveness for tourists.
Hosting international sporting events will encourage foreign spectators to return
to Belarus. This will directly increase the number of tourists and the tourism
potential of the country. Thus, sports tourism is promising and has a base for
development in Belarus.

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THE MAIN LANDMARKS OF COSMONAUTS BOULEVARD

Every city has its own unique history. And people may not know the history
of their home. The city of Brest has many streets. Their names sound familiar;
so many people don’t think why they are named this way. The purpose of this
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work is to introduce information about the major landmarks of Cosmonauts
Boulevard and to trace the formation of its modern appearance.

Cosmonauts Boulevard is just over a mile and a half long — from
Ordzhonikidze Street to the intersection with Masherov Avenue. The street
appeared in the late XI1X century and had a number of names. Before 1921 it
was called Slobodskaya, then Shirokaya. From 1921 to 1939 it was named after
Jan Sobieski, from 1939 to 194 — after V. Lenin. From 1941 to 1944 it was
called in German Breitestraffe. From 1944 to 1979 it was named after
T. G. Shevchenko and ended at the junction with Naberezhnaya Street.

Cosmonauts Boulevard was the dirtiest street. There was no pavement.
There was a ditch in the middle, where water from the swamp was flowing. Now
in the place where a swamp was the Gazoapparat plant is located. In 1939,
during the Polish occupation, there was a reconstruction plan and Lenin Street
was to become the main street, so it was named after King Jan Sobieski, who
was one of the most illustrious kings of Poland [1]. Until the 1950s the
boulevard was mainly built up with one-storeyed wooden houses. In the 1960s,
the first four- and five-storeyed apartment blocks appeared and from the 1970s,
the architectural ensemble of the street was supplemented with nine-storey
buildings with built-in shops and services. In 1979, a part of T. G. Shevchenko
Boulevard — from Ordzhonikidze Street to P. M. Masherov Avenue — was
named Cosmonauts Boulevard in honour of the Soviet cosmonauts. In 1978 a
bust of Pyotr Klimuk was placed at the junction with P. M. Masherov
Avenue [3].

Pyotr Ilyich Klimuk was a pilot-cosmonaut of the USSR, enrolled in the
cosmonaut corps in 1965. P. I. Klimuk made his first flight to the stars as crew
chief of Soyuz-13 together with Valentin Lebedev. He stayed in orbit around the
Earth for 7 days. In 1978, Pyotr llyich joined the Yuri Gagarin Cosmonaut
Training Centre as a Head of Political Department. Since 2004 Pyotr Klimuk is
a colonel general in the reserve, but continues to be active in one of the
committees of the Union State of Russia and Belarus. Pyotr Klimuk has become
a Hero of the Soviet Union twice (1973, 1975). The cosmonaut was awarded
three Orders of Lenin, Order for Service to Motherland in the USSR Armed
Forces and medals; he also received one foreign order. He is a Laureate of the
State Prizes of the USSR (1978, 1981), honorary citizen of the cities of Kaluga,
Gagarin (Russia), Jezkazgan (Kazakhstan) [4]. In case a Hero of the Soviet
Union will be awarded the title of Hero of Socialist Labor, in commemoration of
his heroic and labor exploits a bronze bust of the Hero with an appropriate
inscription is erected in his homeland. So it appeared in Cosmonauts Boulevard.

In 2000 a bust to the first Hero of the Republic of Belarus V. N. Karvat was
unveiled on the crossing of Gogol Street. Lieutenant Colonel V. Karvat was
born in 1958 in Brest. In 1981 he graduated from Armavir Higher Military
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Aviation School, and then served in the Far East, flied MiG-23. In 1994
V. Karvat joined the Armed Forces of the Republic of Belarus. In 1994 he took
the oath of allegiance to the people of Belarus. On May 23, 1996 Lieutenant
Colonel V. Karvat performed a training flight on the SU-27 in Baranovichi
district. At 22.52 p. m. the control system failed. After receiving the command
to abandon the aircraft, the pilot tried to steer the aircraft away from the village
of Arabovshchina. At 22.54 p.m. the plane fell to the ground, the pilot was
killed. He became the first Hero of Belarus, posthumously.

In Cosmonauts Boulevard there is Brest Regional Library named after
A. M. Gorky and Brest State University named after A. S. Pushkin. In 1995
A. S. Pushkin Brest State University (BrSU) was transformed from Brest State
Pedagogical Institute into the University. The university status caused
qualitative changes in educational, scientific and pedagogical work.
The structure of the University includes 10 faculties, 34 departments,
postgraduate course, Pinsk College and Institute of advanced training and
retraining [2].

One of the reports of the Financial Department of Brest City Executive
Committee issued in 1940 states that the regional library was opened on January
27, 1940 at 42 Pushkinskaya Street. It is interesting that the regional library was
named after A.S. Pushkin until 1941. There is a manuscript of memoirs of
E. I. Zinchuk, the head of the department of Polish literature, which mentions it.
Neither archive documents nor the recollections of veterans contain any
information why and when the regional library was renamed after Maksim
Gorkiy. The library did not work during the Second World War. According to
the former employees of the library, more than 30 thousand books of the library
collection were taken to Germany, and the rest was looted. The library building
was occupied by German soldiers. Some books were kept in the hands of
individuals. On September 15, 1944, shortly after the liberation of Brest, the
library resumed its work. It had only one department — the adult and children’s
loan department with the book fund of 3884 copies. It was a part of the library’s
pre-war collection, collected by the city’s inhabitants. In 1945 the library opened
a reading room, and on the basis of the loan department two departments were
created: for adults and child readers. In 1961 the Regional Children’s Library
was created. It was moved to the building in 32 Kuybisheva Street. In 1969 the
library moved to a new three-storeyed building in Cosmonauts Boulevard, 48,
where it is located now. The library, which holds 500 000 items, is divided into
the following departments: book-keeping, reference and bibliographic, technical
and agricultural literature, the Belarusian literature and regional studies,
acquisition and processing, the general reading room, the methodical
department, the department of the literature on art and the interlibrary exchange.
In December, 1986 the Culture Department of the Brest Regional Executive
Committee initiated the merger of the two regional libraries, which was
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supported by the Ministry of Culture of the BSSR. Thus on January 1, 1987 the
experiment began. A year later its results were approved by the order of the
BSSR Ministry of Culture and the decision of the Regional Executive
Committee. In the region there was only one regional library named after
M. Gorky, situated in two buildings. At the very begining the library had only
12 staff members. Today there are 107 librarians, 70 % of whom have a library
education. The library has 20 specialized departments and sections. Regular
readers are more than 35,000 people [1].

In summing up we can say that the street changed several times depending
on the established power on the territory of Brest. It was named after the
honoured heroes who were the space pilots. During the short period of time it
grew from a mediocre street to one of the central streets of the city.
The boulevard is now home to important educational and cultural facilities.
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LUNINETS DISTRICT AS AN AMAZING PLACE IN BREST
REGION

The area of Luninets district, which is located in the east of Brest region, is
2708.5 sg. km. It borders on Pinsk, Stolin, Gantsevichi, Zhitkovichi, Soligorsk
districts.
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The district is located on the territory of Pripyat Polesie. In addition to the
Pripyat itself, the Lan, Sluch, Tsna, and Bobrik rivers also flow through its
territory. There are also many ancient lakes.

The territory of Luninets district is divided into 12 village councils. As of
January 1, 2018, the population of the district was 66,826.

The local economy is based on forestry and agriculture. RUE “Granit” is the
largest producer of non-metallic building materials not only in Belarus, but also
in Europe. Instrument-making, processing and other enterprises are also
represented here.

Luninets district is famous for the fact that its territory has preserved large
forests, including the famous floodplain oak forests, and an extensive river
network. To preserve these ecosystems, the reserves “Srednyaya Pripyat”,
“Luninsky” and “Mouth of the Fallow Deer” were founded. The combination of
these factors contributes to the development of eco-tourism [1].

The first written mention of the settlement located in this region dates back
to 1423 (it became the village of Lunin). During the Middle Ages, Lahva and
Kozhan-Gorodok played a significant role in the life of the region.

In the 1620s, the Dyatlovsky Monastery was built, to which, among other
possessions, the village of Luninets was attributed. In the XIV century, this
territory was part of the Grand Duchy of Lithuania, and after the second division
of the Polish-Lithuanian Commonwealth — the Russian Empire, becoming part
of the Slonim province.

All this time, Luninets remained an unremarkable settlement. However, its
fate changed dramatically after the village became one of the stations of the
Polesie Railways. This contributed to the growth of the population, and also
opened up new markets for the local economy, which specialized mainly in the
harvesting of wood and processing of agricultural products.

The peaceful development of the region was interrupted by the First World
War. In 1918 Luninets was occupied by the Kaiser’s troops and the life of the
local population changed greatly. As a result of the Soviet-Polish war, Luninets
became part of Poland, where it became a town and the centre of the
municipality [2].

Only in 1939, these lands were annexed to the BSSR. In January 1940, it
was decided to found Luninets and Lunin districts (the administrative centre of
the latter was the village of Mikashevichi).

The occupation by the Fascist troops, which lasted for three years, began in
June 1941. During this time, many local residents became refugees, were taken
to forced labour or shot (especially this affected the once large Jewish
community).

The post-war history of Luninets district is defined by the growing
industrialization. An electric motor plant and a mechanical repair plant were
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built in the district centre, and the Granit enterprise was opened in Mikashevichi.
In the 1960s, large-scale land reclamation began in Polesie, which also affected
Luninets district.

At the same time, part of the territories that previously belonged to Luninets
District was transferred to it. After the accident at the Chernobyl nuclear power
plant, large areas were infected. This makes it possible to consider this area one
of the most affected on the territory of Brest region.

In Luninets itself, in addition to the pre-revolutionary and early Soviet
ordinary buildings, the Holy Cross Church, built in the retrospective Russian
style, as well as the church of St. Nicholas, have been preserved. Both buildings
date from the first half of the twentieth century. The Church of the Nativity of
John the Baptist in Mikashevichi belongs to the same historical period. In the
1880s the Church of the Nativity of the Virgin in Lahva was built.

And yet, the main attractions of Luninets district are various natural
monuments. Lakes Beloe and Chernoe, which have become the core of Lunin
Nature Reserve, are very popular. A picturesque mixed forest has been
preserved on its territory, where there are oaks the age of which exceeds
100 years. During the walk, one can also see a rare plant-lobelia Dortman, which
is listed in the Red Book of Belarus.

Another interesting object is the mouth of the Lan River, which is also under
protection. This place is known for its colony of fish-eating birds (it was here
that the great white heron and the croaker roosted for the first time on the
territory of Belarus), as well as the inaccessibility and beauty of the landscapes.
For those who are keen on extreme tourism, a visit to the mouth of the Fallow
Deer can be a worthy goal.

There is an ecological and educational centre of the reserve “Srednaya
Pripyat” on the territory of Luninets district. An ecological trail begins nearby.
A walk along it allows us to get acquainted with the typical floodplain
landscapes, as well as with the flora and fauna of this specially protected natural
area [3].

Luninets is associated with an important period in the life of the famous
aircraft designer Pavel Sukhoi. He worked in Luninets as a teacher of
mathematics from 1918 to 1920 and met his future wife, but was forced to leave
the town after Polish troops approached it. During the First World War the
famous poet Alexander Blok visited Luninets more than once.

Nikolai Kazak is better known in the United States than in his historical
homeland. He was born in the village of Lyuscha, which was part of the Lunin
parish, and received his art education in Warsaw and Vienna. In the 1950s
Nikolai Kazak moved to New York, where he became a classic of the national
school of so-called geometric art.
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A native of the town is Alexander Petrushevsky. He participated in the First
World War and the Civil War, then held various command positions in the Red
Army. In 1928 Alexander Petrushevsky graduated from the Frunze Military
Academy. By the end of World War Il, he commanded the 46th Army of the
2nd Ukrainian Front, which participated in the liberation of Vienna and Prague.
For his courage, Alexander Petrushevsky was awarded the title of Hero of the
Soviet Union.
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NATIONAL CHARACTER AND STEREOTYPES: A MYPH
OR REALITY

The 21st century is already marked by great increase in communication
between many different nations that make up modern community. They build
social networks and images about other people’s life which might be affected
wrongly by the media. Consequently, violence, racism and culture shock can be
reduced when communication is targeted fruitfully. Stereotypes are an essential
part of this cross-cultural communication, providing individuals with stable,
sometimes mythical, ideas about their native country and about the character of
other nations.

The topic “National Character and Stereotypes” is an essential part of our
secondary school curriculum. We have been learning a lot of information about
the UK, its customs and traditions, its people and their lifestyle. And one day it
gets very interesting to know if they have any slightest idea about us,
Belarusians, about our culture, traditions, hobbies, about the place where we live
and what kind of people we are.
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So the aim of our research is comparison of the ideas on stereotypes and
national character of Belarusian citizens, based on the results of the survey
conducted among the representatives of different countries, in order to prove or
deny the idea of the existence of national character and stereotypes about
Belarusians.

Our objectives are:

1.To learn the information about the notions ‘National Character and
Stereotype’.

2.To study the history of the field and different approaches to national-
character analysis.

3.To find out stereotypes about some of European nations and what people
around the world see as the stereotypes of them.

4. To identify the images of our nationality in the eyes of other people.

5.To verify the reliability and credibility of the received data.

6. To compare the received results and make certain conclusions.

The term “National Character” is used to describe the enduring personality
characteristics and unique life styles found among the populations of particular
national states [2]. In its turn ‘“National Stereotype” is a system of culture-
specific beliefs connected with the nationality of a person. This system includes
beliefs concerning those properties of human beings that may vary across
nations, such as appearance, language, food, habits, psychological traits,
attitudes, values etc [5].

In order to prove or deny the idea of the existence of national character and
stereotypes, we have decided to conduct a survey and analyze the received results.
We have asked 20 citizens of different European countries and 5 citizens of the
United States aged 14-39. And we have also asked 20 Belarusians aged 14-45.

According to the definition of National Stereotype we have distinguished
7 key points for our survey: appearance, personal characteristics, free time
activities and sports, clothes and fashion, family, favourite food, something to be
proud of.

The results of the survey show that people of different countries have a
positive image of Belarusians as a nation. They easily recognize such qualities
as helpfulness, diligence, intelligence, loyalty, good manners and positive
attitude to life. By the way all the respondents base their opinion on their own
contacts with people who used to live in Belarus and nowadays live in other
countries.

There are no stereotypes about the appearance of Belarusians or favourite
food, clothes or free-time activities. However some respondents show their
knowledge of Belarusian national costume, its parts and colours. And some of
them have tried the dishes of Belarusian national cuisine and find them
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delicious. Most respondents believe that people of Belarus are proud of their
rich culture, nature and natural sights. Some mention our heroic past and history.

As for the survey data received from the citizens of Belarus, they show that
Belarusians are kind-hearted, tolerant, patient, honest, hard-working and
hospitable. Speaking about favourite Belarusian food all the respondents have
chosen dishes from potato! Belarusians believe that our people are proud of our
beautiful nature especially of our rivers and lakes, we are proud of our clean
streets, our historical buildings and heroic past, and also of our famous people
and sportsmen, our achievements in the field of science and IT.

To sum up, we should admit that national stereotypes are not so firm and
rigid. People from different countries are generally very friendly in their attitude
to the representatives of Belarus, they do not mock at our drawbacks or some
old-fashioned traditions. Belarusians in their turn show that they are more
devoted to national stereotypes about themselves, which were created mostly by
our literature and later on by the mass media.

As for the national character there are obviously some features supported by
most of the respondents from other countries which allow us to conclude that
people can identify Belarusians among other nations.

While working with all the information and data, we have made several
conclusions. Firstly, our research helps us as a nation understand ourselves
better and recognize our weak and strong features. It also helps us find out what
we can change in our lifestyle and what advantages we have in the eyes of
people from different countries of the world. Secondly, the received data prove
that Belarusians have national character with mostly positive traits and it is one
of the reasons to be proud of. Thirdly, our research work will be useful while
getting ready for the oral exam topic “National Character and Stereotypes”.
And finally, the process of fulfilling the research is very exciting and improving
language skills.

So it’s often very important to learn what the World thinks of us as a nation
and to remember that Humanity is defined by how good we have been to
ourselves and other people, not by the country we live in.

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IS BREST FORTRESS THE ONLY LANDMARK
IN THE MILLENNIAL CITY OF BREST?

Brest is a special city on the map of Belarus. Brest is a city with heroic past
and modern present. Last year the city of Brest celebrated its millennium. This
event attracted a lot of tourists and it continues to attract people. Coming to our
city, many people mistakenly believe that Brest is a small town in which there is
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the only place to visit, Brest Fortress. Tourists don’t know what else they can
see in this town. They ask citizens who sometimes don’t know what to advise
them either.

All of the above explains the relevance of our work. The research work is
devoted to the development of the website with the landmarks of the city of
Brest which are not on the list of top sights.

The work is of interest as today a special attention is paid to the
development of communicative and information technologies and their wide
application.

The field of the research is country study.

The aim in this paper is to work out the route with the less popular among
citizens and tourists landmarks of Brest but which are worth visiting.

The tasks are:

1) to identify the list of well-known and unknown (or less-known) sights of
Brest with the help of the questionnaire;

2) to make out the list of ten less popular sights;

3) to study the history of the foundation of these sights;

4) to work out a site with the main information about the chosen landmarks.

5) to prove that Brest Fortress is not the only landmark of the city as many
tourists think.

The research consists of two parts. The first part is devoted to some
theoretical material based on the main information about the city and its sights.
More information is connected with the sights which are unknown not only
among tourists but among citizens of Brest as well.

The practical part of the work consists of the survey which was aimed at
finding out the list of less popular places in Brest and working out the site with
the main information about these sights in order to attract tourists to Brest and
prove the fact that one day is not enough to walk around Brest.

A great role of this research is devoted to the website worked out by us. It
consists of ten sections, each of which is directly related to a less-known sight.
The advantage of this site is that it can attract tourists from English-speaking
countries to Brest. In each section you can learn about the history of the creation
of the place, the current state, why it can be interesting. Also you can watch a
video dedicated to the places, see photos.

The website on the Tilda Platform contains different methods of attracting
viewers’ attention: videos made by the student herself, photos, information
about these places. The site is very convenient. Users do not need to scroll
through the entire site to get to the desired section. With the help of the section
«The contents» you can get to any section of the site dedicated to a place in
Brest.
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The site contains some additional material which can be used by pupils of
any school in Belarus during the English lessons devoted to the topic “Belarus”,
“National character”. At the lessons with the help of a QR code on mobile
phones pupils can watch the videos about the sights.

We have achieved the aim and the main objectives of our scientific research.
At the very beginning of the work it was hypothesized that Brest Fortress is
the only landmark of the millennial city of Brest. To disapprove this, all ways
of analyzing popular and less-known sights were studied and considered in
detail. The study showed that this hypothesis does not indeed take place. There

are a lot of fascinating places in Brest which can be interesting for foreigners
and for local residents as well.
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ARTIFICIAL INTELLIGENCE IN BELARUS

The work is based on the knowledge used to assess the capabilities of
artificial intelligence (Al) in Belarus. The article discusses the importance of Al,
its development and its scope of application in this country.

The idea of the possibility of creating an artificial copy of you has long
disturbed the human consciousness. Back in the Middle Ages, society was
analyzed about the ability to construct a machine-like human-like thinking
machine, and alchemists tried to create recipes for cultivating homunculi-
artificial origin of people from a test tube. Even then, there was a big wave of
interest, the development of legends, as well as various concerns about Al.
According to scientists, society is just on the crest of this wave [1].

In the USSR, artificial intelligence was engaged in the 60s. A number of
scientists of the Academy of Sciences, Moscow State University, and others —
V. Pushkin, D. Pospelov, M. seitlin, S. Maslov, and V. Turchin — achieved
success in such areas as automatic search for proof of theorems.

The task of artificial intelligence works is to create machines that perform
such actions, for which human intelligence is necessary as a rule. The main
areas of this field include mechanical methods for solving problems;
“understanding” and translating languages, confirming theorems, and
recognizing visual figures and speech. Although almost all of these tasks are
very difficult, several projects have already been founded with the purpose of a
computer, working at a level close to human. At the moment, the intelligence is
only able to process huge amounts of information, and solve certain tasks in
accordance with a previously programmed algorithm.

The subsequent development in this area depends on the development of the
territory, and also on the accumulation of practical results. As practitioners learn
from their own experience how to build its most complex data processing
systems, the baggage of technical techniques will expand. We can expect that
the development of digital computing technology and the improvement of
languages for these machines (especially list languages) will continue to serve as
a basis for obtaining the necessary new practical information.

When trying to build intelligent machines, we naturally raise the question of
what is the secret of natural intelligence. The search for an answer to this
question was connected with a series of remarkable events, but so far no one has
managed to solve this mystery. Rosenblatt (1962) proposed brain models called
perceptrons. These were networks of artificial neurons, which were based on the
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neural models of Mchullock-Pitts (1943). The study of perceptrons was initially
stimulated by researchers in pattern recognition and led to some elegant
mathematical results in computational geometry (Minsky and Peijaert, 1969).
However, the complex processes associated with intelligence were beyond the
limits of the possibilities inherent in these simple perceptron models [2].

Another approach, based on biological concepts, was a very grandiose
attempt to model evolution itself. Since the evolutionary process took two
billion or so years to create the mind of this person, why don’t we use a
computer and simulate such an evolutionary process at high speed? Vogel and
others (1960) describe experiments in which the process of building many
generations of machines with a finite number of states was modeled using the
ideas of mutation and selective survival. Although this approach makes it
possible to reduce the first few million years of evolution to a few days of
computational time, it seems that important middle and late stages of evolution
are associated with such complex structures (although not yet “intelligent”) that
their evolution can no longer be accelerated by modeling on a computational
basis [2].

After the restoration of the industrial and technological and scientific
potential destroyed by the war, Belarus gained a stable image of the machine-
building and agricultural republic of the USSR. But since the end of the 1950s,
as a result of the fundamental decisions taken at the municipal level within the
framework of the all-Union coordination and distribution of labor, this image
began to undergo significant changes. In August 1956, a resolution of the
Council of Ministers of the USSR was adopted on the construction of a factory
of mathematical machines in Minsk. Scientific schools in the field of
mathematics, physics, heat and mass transfer, solid state physics and
semiconductors, as well as others, which have become popular in the country
and abroad, are beginning to be created. The achievements of Belarusian experts
form the basis for the upcoming high technologies, including information
technologies. At the enterprises of the instrument-making and radio-engineering
industries, the production of high-tech products begins on a large scale.

In Belarus, companies that operate in the field of artificial intelligence,
machine learning, the Internet of Things, and augmented reality technologies are
growing rapidly. The President signed Act No. 8 “On the development of the
Digital Economy”, and took a course in the IT country. By 2018 more than
70 companies had been engaged in Al, the most popular were MSQRD,
AlMatter, Viber and EPAM.

The capital has always been in the technical vanguard. In the 60s and 70s,
the original Soviet computers were also invented and created here, which were
called “Minsk”. They controlled the lunar rovers, collected information from
satellites, and recognized fingerprints. In the 90s, the cars were dismantled for
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precious metals. However, there were instrument-making companies, qualified
specialists, and then came the initial commercial orders from the West. Thus the
Slavic IT appeared.

EPAM is the biggest success of the Belarusian IT industry. The service giant
with 36,000 employees worldwide was founded in 1993 by Arkady Dobkin and
Leonid Lozner. In 2012, the company went into an IPO; for the first (so far the
only) time the Belarusian flag appeared on the New York Stock Exchange.
In 2019, the company’s profit was 2.29 billion US dollars. One representative of
the IT services industry in the Fortune list of “100 fastest growing companies”.

In 2016, the Haxus Foundation started its service, which promotes research
in the field of Al, virtual reality, and hackathons. Among the new developments
is Al, which determines the caloric content of the product according to
photographs; tracking road signs to help the driver; spot detection of weeds in
the fields (allows you not to spray the whole area with chemicals, saving up to
75%). Al “Industry 4.0” controls the production of dairy products of such well-
known companies as “Savushkin product”. Belarusian Al programs restore
fibrous cells (there are no analogues in the world), diagnose cancer diseases
more correctly according to images of tumor cells, recognize speech, and track
the movements of the eye. In 2017, artificial intelligence in Belarus increased
the range of diagnosis of diseases by processing photos of the fundus of patients.
It is planned to give the Al the opportunity to monitor the well-being of the eyes
personally to the owner by installing an add-on and a special lens on the smart
phone. The technology has already passed the tests.

As a result, we have a reduction in the use of human resources and shift
them to Al, which allows us to spend a minimum amount of time on routine
work. We emphasise here not only academic and scientific-technical problems,
but also all other creative problems that are set and solved by people and only
people: how to create more attractive, depict, dance, perform, how to make it
more appetizing, how to raise a child more correctly, and so on. Here, people
will be able to think more about the conclusion of certain problems if Al
removes from us the solution of everyday tasks, the processing of dry
information, including the production and delivery of basic material values.

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COLOURS IN THE ENGLISH IDIOMS

The relevance of the topic “Colours in the English idioms” is beyond doubt.
Idioms are an integral part of any language. They reflect everything: the history
of the country, the history of the language, various cultural phenomena and the
attitude of the speaker to them. Basically, idioms are expressions that are
natural to native English speakers. You can’t literally translate English idioms
into another language. English movies, videos, books in the original contain
idioms. Speech using English idioms becomes more beautiful. Knowledge of
English idioms fully helps to enjoy reading original English texts [1].

That is why we have decided to address to the topic “Colours in the English
idioms”.

The object of our research work is English idioms with colourative
component.

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The subject of our research work is: peculiarities of the formation of English
idioms with colourative component.

The research hypothesis is: if we study English idioms with colourative
component we should be able to express our thoughts briefly and precisely and
sound more like native speakers at that.

The novelty of the work coincides with the aims of our research work. They
are to research and analyze the semantic differences of idioms of thematic group
“colour”, to define the correlation between the symbolic meaning of the
idiomatic expressions.

To achieve our goal we have set the following tasks:

- to study scientific literature, periodicals on the topic and some articles on
the Internet;

- to reveal the semantic meaning of colour idioms;

- to identify idiomatic expressions with a colourative component, using
special dictionaries;

- to get acquainted with the symbolism of colour;

- to investigate the level of understanding and usage in speech of English
idioms by high school students;

- to develop a dictionary of “colour” idioms;

- to conduct a survey about the students’ awareness of translation English
colour idioms and make the analysis based on the students’ responses;

-to popularize the received information among the students of our
gymnasium at the scientific conferences or during the subject week.

To implement our tasks we have used the following methods:

- collecting and analyzing the theoretical material;

- conducting the questionnaires;

- making the comparative analysis of the results;

- processing the collected data [2].

The aims and the tasks define the structure of the work. It consists of the
introduction, four chapters, the conclusion, the bibliography and the
attachments.

In the introduction, we have explained the relevance of the research, set the
goals and tasks.

The first chapter is devoted to the study of phraseology and an idiom.

The second chapter is devoted to the classifications of idioms done by
outstanding Academician Vinogradov, professor Smirnitsky, professor Koonin.
In dictionaries of idioms the oldest principle of classification is left. There are:
body idioms, colour idioms, food idioms, feeling and emotion idioms, animal
idioms and idioms of comparison.

In the third chapter we got acquainted with the symbolic meaning of colour
for the English. Colours have many associations. Certain associations are
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specific to a country or a region, while others are universally recognized. We
have taken 6 colours: red, white, black, green, blue and purple [3].

In the fourth chapter, we shared the results of the research done by the
students. We have questioned the pupils of the 9™, 10" 11" forms about the
awareness of the idioms in the list. About 89 % of students know the translation
of the words in the idioms. Only 32 % of students know their meaning [4].

We have taken an interview among the students of the 10" form about
colour associations. We have taken six colours: red, white, black, green, blue,
purple. The survey shows that most students are interested in the information
about colour symbolism. In most cases students’ associations correspond with
the British symbolism.

During the work, we have studied reference books, the Internet resources to
learn the definition of phraseology and an idiom, the main classification of
idioms, the symbolic meaning of colour. No doubt idioms make speech
emotionally shadowed. We have found out that it’s not easy to translate idioms
and define their meaning. The prepared dictionary of colour idioms will
motivate the students to learn them. Thus, we can conclude that idioms are
derived from the culture and history of nation and are confusing for students in
translation. Learners of English should learn history and culture to understand
them. Students can't do without idioms [5].

Our questionnaire was devoted to the students’ awareness of idioms of the
sematic group colour. Having analysed the results, we have made such a
conclusion that most of the students are interested in the colour idioms. Almost
89% of them know the translation of the words in the idioms. 32 % of students
know the meaning of them [4].

There are English idioms whose meaning and lexical components
completely correspond to the Russian ones. And there are English idioms which
meanings completely differ from the Russian word-for-word translation.

It may also turn out to be useful for studying English at an advanced level
for further usage of idioms in speech. Using English idioms in informal
communication makes you sound like a native speaker and makes your speech
bright, rich and emotional.

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REPUBLICAN BIOLOGICAL RESERVE “SPOROVSKIY”

Biological reserve “Sporovskiy” with an area of 11,288 hectares, founded in
1991, is the first territory in the Republic of Belarus that received the
international status of protection of the Ramsar site. It is located on the territory
of Bereza, Drogichin, lvanovo and lvatsevichy districts of Brest region and
covers an area of 19384 hectares. The biological reserve is the largest area of
lowland bogs of Polesie, located in the floodplain of the Yaselda River, which is
unique in terms of area and natural preservation for Central Europe. There is
also a lake of the same name, pierced through and through by the smooth current
of the Yaselda on the territory of the reserve “Sporovskiy”. According to one of
the versions, this lake, which in ancient times was called “Salman”, is a small
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particle that has survived from the “Herodotus Sea”, which covered part of
Polesie in the distant past [1].

The Sporovskiy reserve was created to preserve the reference area of natural
bog-meadow and forest lands and to stabilize the hydrological regime of Lake
Sporovskoye.

Sporovskiy swamp is one of the largest floodplain low-lying bogs in
Europe, which has survived to this day in its natural state. The wetland complex
of the reserve has favorable conditions for the preservation of a number of rare
and unique species of animals and plants. The symbol of the “Sporovskiy”
reserve is a fragile bird — the aquatic warbler — which found protection from the
onset of civilization in the Sporovskiy swamp. It is also the rarest songbird in
Europe. 9 % of the world population of this bird species nests is in the reserve.

The Sporovskiy Wildlife Refuge is an important area for birds. In total,
123 species of nesting birds were recorded within its limits, of which 32 are
listed in the Red Book of the Republic of Belarus. Forest species prevail,
including typical inhabitants of the dominant black alder forests, as well as
extremely rich in diversity communities of floodplain oak forests: chaffinch,
chiffchaff warbler, black-headed warbler, robin, great tit, blue tit, wren, pied
flycatcher, singing and black blackbirds. A separate group of typical forest bird
species — 8 species of woodpeckers — is very significant on the territory of the
reserve. The life of the so-called resource (hunting and commercial) bird species
is associated with forest ecosystems, first of all, grouse — capercaillie, hazel
grouse and black grouse, which prefer clearings and edges, as well as woodcock
and wood pigeon [2].

In addition, the reserve is home to 25 species of mammals (excluding small
rodents and bats), 6 species of reptiles, 8 species of amphibians, 34 species of
fish and more than 245 species of insects. The most numerous of the reptiles are
lizards — quick and viviparous, common snake. The marsh turtle and copperhead
are also protected species. Of the amphibians, the most common are sharp-faced
and grass frogs, and of the rare ones, there is the reed toad, which is listed in the
Red Book of the Republic of Belarus.

Mammals in the reserve are represented by elk, European roe deer, red deer,
wild boar, raccoon dog, forest ferret, ermine, both types of martens — stone and
forest martens, common fox, European hare, American mink, river beaver,
muskrat, otter, wolf, etc. others. A badger was noted among the protected
species [3].

The flora of the reserve is very diverse — more than 600 species of vascular
plants, which is about 35 %, growing in the republic, 20 species are included in
the Red Book of the Republic of Belarus. An amazing and very rare plant — the
lady’s slipper grows on the territory of the reserve. It blooms only the age at 15-18.
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In general, 11 species of endangered plants, listed in the Red Book of Belarus,
grow in the reserve [4].

In the Sporovskiy nature reserve, we can walk along the eco trail “In the
edge of the aquatic warbler”, part of which runs through a low-lying bog.
In addition, the route includes passing through a pine plantation, along a slope to
the bank of the Yaselda, crossing the river by ferry. The path through the swamp
IS equipped with a wooden deck; there is an observation tower on the way. The
best time to walk the trail is from April to October.

A fragment of a 19th century park, a graveyard brama, built of wood at the
end of the 19th century by local craftsmen, has been preserved on the territory
adjacent to the reserve in the village of Khoromtsy. 1.5 km from the village of
Cherny Brody in the forest there is a burial mound of the 10-13th centuries
(more than 50 hemispherical mounds with a diameter of 5-10 meters, a height of
0.5-2 meters on a sandy mane near a swamp). There is a craft house and a
zoo in the village of Oktyabrsky [5].

Fans of event tourism will be attracted by the Republican festival of folklore
art “Bereginya” in the village of Oktyabrsky, Gomel region — a unique festival
for the republic, which has become an important event in the cultural life of
Belarus.

The national championship on manual haymaking of lowland bogs
“Sporovskie haykosy” has become a brand of the reserve. According to its rules,
teams of two mowers and a captain compete in the speed of mowing marsh grass
on a strip 3 m wide and 100 m long, the best mowers compete in the individual
championship. The championship helps to preserve the national tradition of
haymaking as an element of the country’s cultural heritage, moreover, it solves
the problem of swamp overgrowth, and has a positive effect on the habitats of
the aquatic warbler.

The Republican Biological Reserve “Sporovskiy” is rich and varied in its
flora and fauna, the uniqueness of nature and landscape of which is admired by
both experts and amateurs.

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THE EVALUATION OF RELIABILITY OF ONLINE
TRANSLATORS

In the modern world free online translators have turned out to be the most
convenient and accessible tools for translation.

The purpose of the research is to evaluate the reliability of online translators
on different levels.

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To achieve our aim we set the following tasks: to define the notion
“machine translation”; to study its history; to single out most popular online
translators; to evaluate their reliability in practice.

The subject of the study is online translators, the object is their reliability.

At the beginning of our research we assumed that the accuracy of the output
texts is not always absolute and depends on the quality of an online translator.

During our study we used the following methods: data collection method,
inductive and deductive reasoning, a survey and an experiment.

Machine translation is a sub-field of linguistics that investigates the use of
software to translate text or speech from one language into another. The idea of
machine translation is traced back to the 17th century when Rene Descartes
brought forward the idea of a universal language. But it was not until the 20™
century when the first practical suggestions were made. In 1933 two patents
were issued in France and Russia to Georges Astrouni and Petr Troyanski
respectively [1].

In the 1950s machine translation research was widely done in the USA.
In 1954 Georgetown researchers demonstrated the first machine translation
system. The system had little scientific value, but this event inspired the
initiation of machine translation projects all over the world. By the mid-1960s
research groups were established all over the world. Researchers of machine
translation faced numerous problems and reached the so-called “semantic
barrier”. In 1966 the Automatic Language Processing Advisory Committee
concluded machine translation was slower, less accurate and twice as expensive
as human translation and there was no immediate or predictable prospect of
useful machine translation.

However, research didn’t stop completely. But there was a change in
direction. Researchers turned to indirect models, both interlingua and transfer
based. In 1970 the French Textile Institute introduced a multilingual system for
translating abstracts. During the 1980s translators were becoming familiar with
the benefits of computers for their work. They were not, however, satisfied with
the quality of output of machine translation systems.

The use of machine translation systems accelerated in the 1990s due to the
powerful influence of the Internet. First there appeared machine translation
software products specifically for translating web pages and electronic mail
messages offline. Secondly, many machine translation vendors provided
Internet-based online translation services for on-demand translation.

Machine translation engines use different approaches to translation from one
language into another. The main of them are single approach and hybrid
approach. Single approach is the use of one method to translate from one
language into another. This approach includes rule-based, direct-based, corpus-
based and knowledge based approaches to machine translation. Hybrid machine
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translation is a combination of the statistical method and one or more other
approaches. It combines the benefits of rules, statistical and neural machine
translation. It has been developed only recently [2].

The Internet offers dozens of online translators nowadays. Having studied a
number of top 10 lists of onlinetranslators and conducting the survey among the
students of our gymnasium we singled out three most popular on-line
translators: www.google.com, www. translate.ru, www.yandex.by.

Google Translate is a free multilingual machine translation service
developed by Google to translate texts. It doesn’t translate texts directly. It first
translates texts into English and only then into the target language. During a
translation it looks for patterns in millions of documents to help to decide on the
best translation. In November 2016 Google switched to a neural machine
translation engine. It means that the engine uses a broader context to help it
figure out the most relevant translation, which it then rearranges and adjusts to
be more like a human speaking with proper grammar.

PROMT is a rule-based machine translation system. During translation it
analyses linguistic information about source and target languages basically
retrieved from dictionaries and grammars covering the main semantic,
morphological and synthetic regularities of each language respectively. Having
input sentences the system generates them to output sentences on the basis of
morphological, syntactic and semantic analysis of both the source and the target
languages involved in a concrete translation task [3].

Yandex.Translate is a web service provided by Yandex, intended for the
translation of text or web pages into another language. The service uses a self-
learning statistical machine translation, developed by Yandex. The system
constructs the dictionary of correspondences based on the analysis of millions of
translated texts. In order to translate the text, the computer first compares it to a
database of words. The computer then compares the text to the base language
models, trying to determine the meaning of an expression in the context of the text.

Having singled out most popular online translators we tried to evaluate their
reliability on different levels: on the level of single words, set expressions or
idioms, proverbs and sayings, short abstracts taken from the book “Three man in
a boat’ by Jerome K. Jerome.

In the result of the experiment we got the following results. The accuracy of
output items on the level of single words is 100 %. The variants of translation of
words which have a single meaning given by three online translators absolutely
correspond to those given in the printed dictionary.

On the level of polysemantic words online translators offer even more
variants than the printed dictionary, the greatest number of variants is offered by
Yandex Translator.
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The next level on which we evaluated the accuracy of Google Translator,
PROMT, Yandex Translator is the level of set expression and idioms which
were taken from Round-up5. The accuracy of online translators on this level
occurred to vary from 70 to 80 % .The best translations of idioms were given by
Google Translator.

Not always Google Translator, PROMT and Yandex Translator give
adequate translation of English proverbs and sayings. The percentage of their
accuracy on this level turned out to be about 57 % [4].

The situation turned out to be worse on the level of the text. None of the
translators coped with the given task. From the variants we got it was easy to
understand only the gist of the text.

So we have come to the conclusion that the reliability of online translators is
quite high when we use them as online dictionaries, but if you want to get good
translation of the text human aid is necessary. The research has also shown that
the most reliable of the three evaluated translators is Google, as it gives the best
output items.

Online translators have their pro and cons. They are the fastest way to
translate your content from or into English. You can translate web pages with
their help but they are not always accurate. To improve their quality you should
add a human review. By understanding what machine translation is — its
strengths and weaknesses — one can find out that it’s a perfect tool when it is
used by a human.
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GASTRONOMIC TOURISM IN BRITAIN AND BELARUS

Food, territory and tourism are interconnected. In fact, tourists are interested
in visiting areas of production, which are typical of a given territory in pursuit of
learning about food products, production systems and material testimony. Food
products play an important role in preserving villages and cities, promoting
experienced tourism, and are believed to be the key drivers of tourism
experience [1].

The relevance of the subject of our research is caused by the fact that food
has gained the increasing attention among tourists. More and more countries
tend to attract tourists by presenting their national and perhaps unique cuisine.
We have decided to choose this subject and find out what is done in this sphere
in our country and city as well.

Gastrotourism in our country is developing rapidly nowadays. Many
restaurants provide good opportunities to experience our national Belarusian
cuisine.

Gastronomy is an understanding of various social cultures, historical
components, literature, philosophy, economic status, religions and other aspects,
in which food is the core subject. Gastronomy products can refer not just to food
and beverages but also to food-related activities pertaining to culture and
heritage [2].

In developed countries, the gastrotourism business is booming and has
become one of the most dynamic and creative segments of tourism, attracting
billions of tourists and revenue. A quick Google search turns up thousands of
entries illustrating the interest in this tourism niche. Foodies flock to France,
Italy and Spain as well as to more remote parts of the world to experience the
culture and the people through traditional foods and local beverages.

Food is now a cultural element, an experience similar to visiting a museum
or going to a music concert. Culinary tourism does not have to mean gourmet
food. It is increasingly about unique and memorable experiences.

Great Britain is not only famous for its Victorian architecture and
magnificent landscapes. Gastronomic tours to the UK are among the most
popular in all of Europe (next only to the “big three” — France, Italy and Spain),
and the quality and variety of culinary education opportunities are most widely
available on the “island”.

A characteristic feature of British gastronomic tours is linked to architecture,
as master classes are often tied to castles. When choosing master classes, you
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should bear in mind that most of them are aimed at learning modern European
cuisine rather than local English. To learn the national cuisine, you will have to
look for authentic restaurants in the outback [3].

Traditional English dishes are very rarely served with sauce. There is even a
stereotype that there is only one sauce in Britain, but this is far from the case:
mint, bread and wine sauces are particularly popular. It is the lack of sauce in
most meat and fish dishes and the great variety of minced meat make local cuisine
unique. Meat in the UK is either served almost raw — with blood — or too cooked.
Cooked vegetables (traditional turnip and cabbage) are usually served on side
dishes, and spices (except for pepper) are practically not used. But this is only one
side of the coin, because in fact the meat cooked according to ancient recipes is so
juicy and deliciously crispy that no sauce is required, and puddings (for example,
the legendary Yorkshire) are the most delicious in the world.

Among the regional kitchens in the UK, Yorkshire stands out, of course.
Dishes with such a prefix are considered almost the best on the menu. But do not
think that every supermarket sells Yorkshire pudding under the usual name — it
IS better to try it in a good restaurant away from tourist centres.

Belarusian cuisine has its own characteristics that distinguish it from the
culinary traditions of other countries, giving it flavour and charm. It is similar to
Russian, Ukrainian, Lithuanian and Polish, but unique, tasty and nourishing in
its own way, which is why gastronomic tourism and gastronomy are gaining
popularity in Belarus as well. Such tours provide an opportunity not only to taste
various national dishes, learn their recipes, bake Belarusian bread on your own
or press pancakes, but also to get acquainted with the country itself, its culture,
life and traditions [4].

Belarus is a unique flavor of the life of descendants of villagers. In nearby
farms, the traveler will be offered to taste the national dish “Verashchak™ as
strange as it looks, but the world-famous “Draniki” give way to the first place in
popularity among Belarusians this dish. It is quite simple to prepare
“Verashchak” and the recipe of this dish goes back to the Middle Ages, and the
author of it is lost in time.

Belarusians use homemade kvass, beet broth, a little vinegar with vegetables
and root vegetables for beetroot. It is quite difficult to repeat this masterpiece of
Belarusian cuisine. The recipe for beetroot may seem very complicated for
inexperienced chefs. Served on a table chilled with sour cream and a hump of
homemade bread from the oven. All this is accompanied by the hospitality of
local residents, who in national clothes will not only serve food on the table, but
also perform works of local folklore.

The common thing of gastronomic tourism in Britain and Belarus is that the
cuisines’ have their own characteristics that distinguish them from the culinary
traditions of other countries. Gastronomic tours provide an opportunity to not
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only taste various national dishes, learn their recipes, but also get acquainted
with the country itself, its culture, life and traditions. There are also events that
are fully dedicated to cooking or a particular product. There are many different
gastronomic festivals held annually in different parts of Britain and Belarus, which
are ready to offer not only a great time for a large company or the whole family, but
also to try unusual dishes or products of culinary masters.

To sum up, today travelers are more experienced, have more disposable
income and more leisure time to travel, and thus tourism allows them to escape the
daily routine. Gastronomy allows tourists to access the cultural and historical
heritage of destinations through tasting, experiencing and purchasing. That is, it
makes it possible to approach culture in a more experiential and participatory way.

STOLIN DISTRICT: ITS PAST AND PRESENT

Stolin district was founded on January 15, 1940 and is located in the south-
east of Brest region. The district is one of the southernmost districts of Brest
region. The district borders on Luninets district in the north, Pinsk district of
Brest region in the west, and Zhitkovichi district of Gomel region in the east. In
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the south its neighbours are Zarechnensky, Dubrovitsky and Rokytnivsky
districts, Rivne region of the Ukraine. The southern border of the district
coincides with the state border of the Republic of Belarus.

Stolin is the centre of the district. It is located on an elevated area along the
small Kopanets river to its confluence with the Goryn river (a tributary of the
Pripyat). Stolin is located 245 km east of the regional centre of Brest.

Archaeologists have data according to which the territory of the area was
already inhabited in the 5th—3rd centuries BC. The first written mention of the
town of Stolin dates back to 1555.

There are several legends about the origin of the town’s name. Here are
some of them:

1. Once upon a time, at the location of the town there was a large lake in
which 100 lines were caught.

2. The towns in which 12 brothers reigned were located on the Goryn river.
Their place of assembly, meetings, conferences, that is, the table at which the
brothers — princes gathered, was located on the site of modern Stolin.

3. The site of the ancient town was located on the left Bank of the Kopanets
river, on the area of the modern bakery. Translated from the ancient Indian
language, this word means an elevation, an earthen embankment. And since the
ancient city was located on a high steep Bank of the river, the origin of the name
of the city could be determined [2].

The second largest settlement of Stolin district is the town of David-
Gorodok. It is located in its northern part on the Goryn river, 36 km from Stolin,
where 7 thousand people live. From January 15, 1940 to January 8, 1954, the
town of David-Gorodok was the district centre of Pinsk, and from January 8,
1954 — of Brest region.

David-Gorodok has a very ancient history. It appeared at the beginning of
the 12th century as a city of Kiev Rus and in 2000 it celebrated its 900th
anniversary. It is mentioned in historical documents of the late 14th century as a
town of the Grand Duchy of Lithuania, a possession of the Grand Dukes. Since
1523, its owner was Queen Bona, since 1551 it was part of the ordination of
magnates Radziwill. According to some data, the town for some time was
practising Magdeburg law and had its own coat of arms.

If we visit Stolin district, we can feel like heroes of Belarusian classics.
Vintsent Dunin-Martsinkevich’s play “Pinskaya shlyakhta” is considered one of
the most important works written in the Belarusian language. It is about the
village of Olpen. Even though its appearance has undergone major changes in
the century and a half since the play was written, people who bear the names of
the actors still live here. Perhaps we will be able to find traces of the special
world of the prison gentry, which was captured on the pages of this work.
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We can find one of the biggest swamps in Europe in Stolin district.
Olmansky bogs have long been a real tourist attraction, even if not as popular as,
for example, Nesvizh castle. Due to the fact that in Soviet times there was a
military training ground (it, by the way, remains active, but is used only in
winter), the local nature has been preserved almost in its original state [1].

We can also visit the “cucumber capital” of Belarus. Olshany has the
unofficial title of the largest village in our country. There is every reason for
this, since there are more than 6 thousand inhabitants here. However, Olshany is
interesting not only due to this fact. Everyone who comes here for the first time
Is struck by the solid fleet of local residents and impressive brick mansions
located along the main street.

We can get acquainted with the historical heritage of the Radziwills.
The members of this family had estates all over the territory of Belarus. From
one of them, which was located in the village of Mankovichi, a landscape Park
has been preserved, which is beautifully spread out in the bend of the Goryn. It
Is considered to be one of the most beautiful in Belarus. So at least once it is
worth visiting to walk along the alleys among the trees, many of which are more
than 100 years old, and feel the charm of the disappeared gentry culture. At the
same time, it is easy to make sure that the Radziwills thought not only about the
beauty.

Besides we can learn the tragic history of the Stolin Hasidic community. Once
this town was one of the most important spiritual centres of Hasidism: for adherents
of this trend in Judaism, which in the XVIII century, became widespread on the
territory of the Polish-Lithuanian Commonwealth, a special role is played by
emotional comprehension of God. Stolin Rebbe enjoyed unquestionable authority
among them. One can still see the house where they lived.

The real decoration not only of David-Gorodok, but also of the entire Stolin
district is St. George’s Church. It is believed to have been built in 1724-1726,
but, according to some researchers, this temple is at least half a century older. Its
simple architecture, which inherits the traditions of folk architecture, served as a
model for many Orthodox churches that were built in Belarus later.

There are many similar temples in Stolin district (some of them also date
back to the XVIII century), which are candidates for inclusion into the
UNESCO world heritage list. The most interesting are the Church of St. Michael
the Archangel in the village of Rubel, the Church of St. Nicholas in the village
Ruchka, the Church of St. Elijah in Velemichi, Assumption Church in Olpeni,
Church of the Holy life-giving Trinity in the village of Belousha. Due to the fact
that they were built in different historical epochs, it is possible to trace how the
traditions of Polesie wooden architecture developed [2].

The village of Tereblichi is widely known outside Stolin district due to the
fact that there is a Museum of folk art and everyday life, which was founded on
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the initiative of Ivan Suprunchik. There are hundreds of ancient objects collected
here, and one can also see the works of the sculptor himself, who became
famous for using only axe to create them.

Lovers of romance should visit the estate in Novoberezhny, which once
belonged to the old noble family Olesha. The house in the art Nouveau style has
been preserved to this day, as well as the Park, which is considered one of the
most beautiful in Stolin destrict. A famous writer Yuri Olesha and his brother
(both were known as avid gamblers) sold this estate to cover their debts [1].

A peculiar attraction of David-Gorodok is three bridges: two of them are
spanned over the Goryn, and the third — over Lake Sezhka. There is also a castle
hill, which reminds that this locality is one of the oldest on the territory of Belarus.

Another important attraction of Stolin district is the floodplain oak forests
that have survived on the banks of rivers that flow through its territory.
To preserve this important biotope, as well as rare species of animals and plants
for which it serves as a home, the Srednyaya Pripyat nature reserve has been
founded.

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THE COLOSSEUM: FROM CONSTRUCTION TO MODERN TIME

The Roman Empire had a huge impact on the future of both Europe and a
large part of the globe. This state laid the foundations of modern law and the
army. Its architectural projects such as the Colosseum have a significant impact.
The article regards the history of this great building.

Octavian Augustus had an intention to construct a building as a model of
Roman greatness, but his imminent death prevented him to carry out the plan.
But in 64, a gigantic “Golden House of Nero” was built. It became a favorite
palace and a residence for Nero, but not for long time. In 68 the legions of Gauls
revolted against him and Nero committed suicide.

The new emperor decided to arrange a new large-scale construction to
restore the reputation and move public life to another place. A new fire burned
the large part of Rome and “Golden House”, so the emperor ordered to
dismantle the building, and on the site of a former pond the construction of a
new structure — a large Amphitheater — began. The construction of this building
was completed in 80. It was built in a hollow of the Esquillian, Palatine and
Celian hills. The opening of the Colosseum was marked by games. Suetonius
wrote on this occasion: “At the consecration of the amphitheater and the hastily
built baths, he (Titus) showed a gladiators’ battle, that was wonderfully rich and
magnificent; he also arranged a sea battle on the same place, and then there he
brought out gladiators and released five thousand different wild animals in one
day” [3].

For a long time for the residents of Rome and visitors the Colosseum was
the main place of entertainment. Contrary to the belief that Christians were
executed in the Colosseum, recent research suggests that this was a myth created
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by the Catholic Church in subsequent years. In 405 Honorius banned gladiatorial
combat as inconsistent with the spirit of Christianity.

The barbarian invasions brought the Flavians’ Amphitheatre into desolation
and marked the beginning of its destruction. From time to time it continued to
serve for the arrangement of various spectacles. From the XI century until 1132,
it served as a fortress for noble Roman families who disputed each other’s
influence and power over their fellow citizens, especially for the Frangipani and
Annibaldi families. In the XI-XII centuries it turned into a kind of feudal castle
of the Frangipani family.

In the middle of the XIII century part of the Colosseum belonged to another
aristocratic family — Annibaldi. At the same time, it remained unclear who, in
fact, was the true owner of the Colosseum — its inhabitants, the city or the popes.
Over time, however, the latter determined any matters relating to the use and
preservation of the Colosseum. Since the middle of the XIV century, new
inhabitants have appeared in the Colosseum — religious fraternities.
The construction that began earlier and its adaptation for residential and utility
premises continued. A church was built in the arena, and in some places chapels
were built under the arcades. At the end of the XV century a religious
brotherhood acquired a part of the arena of the Colosseum for religious
performances. An open stage was constructed on the east side of the arena.
In the middle of the XVI century these religious ideas were discontinued. At the
end of the XVI century, Pope Sixtus V decided to turn the Colosseum into a
cloth factory. The death of Sixtus V prevented this plan from being carried out.
In 1714 another pope, Clement XI, set up a saltpeter factory in the Colosseum.
The plant was soon handed over for exploitation to a farmer, who did not care at
all about the safety of the building [2].

But the Colosseum was destroyed not only by the carelessness and barbaric
treatment of its inhabitants. In 217 it was badly damaged, apparently by a
meteor and then it was hit by lightning and fire. Great damage was caused to it
by the earthquake of 442, 486 and 1349, during which huge pieces of the walls
collapsed. New damage occurred because of the earthquakes of 1698 and 1703.
The collapsed parts of the Colosseum were usually removed since the
Colosseum was regarded as an inexhaustible source of building stone.
Permission was usually given to export only the crumbled material, but the
remaining parts were broken and destroyed too. In 1362, an auction was held for
building materials that had crumbled during an earthquake. In 1439, the
travertine was removed from the Colosseum for work in the Lateran Basilica,
and later the stone was taken for the Cathedral of St. Nicholas. Under Pope
Nicholas V, in 1452, only one contractor exported 2,522 carts of travertine. As a
result the Colosseum turned into a bare ruin and almost nothing remained of its
former decorative wealth [3].
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There were several attempts to prevent it from being destroyed. Some
restoration work was carried out in it in 1675. A significant restoration took
place in 1744-1750. A famous architect Carlo Fontana proposed to clear the
Colosseum and build a large church on one side of the arena, and Debross made
a proposal to break down the most destroyed side of the building and use the
materials obtained to rebuild the remaining half of it. Decisive measures for the
preservation of the monument were taken only at the beginning of the
XIX century. A special commission was appointed to examine it, which in 1804
reported on the threatening condition of the building. It was necessary to protect
the eastern end of the still preserved northeastern wall of the building from
falling. It was done in 1805-1807 under the direction of the architects Palazzi,
Camporesi and Stern.

Systematic excavations in the Colosseum began in 1790 by the architect
K. Lukangeli, who decided to measure the entire monument and build its model.
His work formed the basis for some later reconstructions. Since 1802, the
famous archaeologist Carlo Fea worked for some time at the Colosseum.
Together with the architect Giuseppe Valadier, he undertook extensive
excavation and restoration work in 1810-1814. In 1824 the architect Valadier
began to carry out restoration and excavation work according to his plan;
however, after seven years, they were stopped, again due to water. Restoration
work on a large scale was resumed in 1849-1852 by the architect Kanina. Thus,
almost everything in the Colosseum that is above the floor level of the third
floor, with the exception of the facade wall, is a reconstruction. Kanina was
repeatedly reproached for mutilating the monument, but its restoration saved the
Colosseum from a grand collapse. In 1870-1875, P. Rosa and R. Lanchani made
significant excavations in the Colosseum that gave researchers a number of
interesting findings in the form of fragments of inscriptions and fragments of
architecture. The last excavations took place in 1881-1889.

At the beginning of the XX century the Italian government decided to
preserve historical monuments — including the Colosseum. The monument was
taken under state protection, and scientists under the patronage of the state
began to conduct further archaeological excavations. Unfortunately, the early
damage to the structure, atmospheric precipitation and vibration from the intense
urban construction led to the critical condition of the Colosseum and caused the
need for its restoration, but the Colosseum remains a symbol of the greatness of
Rome and in 2007 it was also recognized by the world as one of the “new Seven
wonders of the world”.

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COMPARATIVE ANALYSIS OF THE CONSTITUTIONAL
COURT OF THE REPUBLIC OF BELARUS AND THE
CONSTITUTIONAL COURT OF ITALY

The Constitutional Court is the highest judicial body of constitutional
control, exercising judicial power independently and independently through
constitutional proceedings in order to protect the foundations of the
constitutional system, the fundamental rights and freedoms of man and citizen.
It is an integral feature of the legal state, as well as other state bodies. Every
democratic State should have a judicial body such as the Constitutional Court.
For example, it exists and operates in the Republic of Belarus and Italy.

The Constitutional Court of the Republic of Belarus was established on
28 April 1994 and is a special body that exercises constitutional control and is
part of the judicial system of the Republic of Belarus. The activities of the
Constitutional Court until January 8, 2014 were carried out in accordance with
the Law “On the Constitutional Court of the Republic of Belarus” of March 30,
1994 No. 2914-XI1, but at the moment its activities are regulated by the Code on
the Judicial System and the Status of Judges of the Republic of Belarus of June
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29, 2006 and the Law “On Constitutional Court Proceedings” of January 8, 2014
No. 124-Z.

Tasks of the Constitutional Court of the Republic of Belarus: ensuring the
supremacy and operation of the Constitution of the Republic of Belarus
throughout its territory; compliance of normative acts of state bodies with the
Constitution of the Republic of Belarus.

In accordance with Article 116 of the Constitution of the Republic of
Belarus, the Constitutional Court of the Republic of Belarus issues opinions on:
compliance of laws, decrees, decrees of the President, international treaty
obligations and other obligations of the Republic of Belarus with the
Constitution and international legal acts ratified by the Republic of Belarus;

on the compliance of the decisions of the Council of Ministers, acts of the
Supreme Court, the Supreme Economic Court, the Prosecutor General with the
Constitution, international legal acts, laws, decrees and decrees, and other
conclusions in accordance with the Constitution of the Republic of Belarus [1].

In addition to these competencies, the Constitutional Court, in accordance
with the Code on the Judicial System and the Status of Judges, also: on the
proposals of the President of the Republic of Belarus, decides on the compliance
of international treaties of the Republic of Belarus that have not entered into
force with the Constitution of the Republic of Belarus; on the proposals of the
Presidium of the Council of the Republic of the National Assembly of the
Republic of Belarus, decides on the presence of facts of systematic or gross
violations of the requirements of the legislation by local Councils of Deputies;
accepts annual messages to the President of the Republic of Belarus and the
Chambers of the National Assembly of the Republic of Belarus on the state of
constitutional legality in the Republic of Belarus; exercises other powers in
accordance with legislative acts [2].

The Constitutional Court of Italy was established on 15 December 1955.
The Constitutional Court, like the President of the Republic, guarantees the
supremacy of constitutional norms and stands above the three branches of
government. The activities of the Constitutional Court of Italy are regulated by
the Constitution of the Italian Republic of 1947, Constitutional Law No. 1 of
February 9, 1948 “Norms on the resolution of issues of constitutional legality
and on guarantees of the independence of judges of the Constitutional Court”;
Constitutional Law No. 1 of March 11, 1953 “Norms supplementing the
Constitution and relating to the Constitutional Court”; The Law of March 11,
1953 No. 87 “On the formation and functioning of the Constitutional Court”; the
Constitutional Law of November 22, 1697 No. 2 “Amendments to Article 135 of
the Constitution and the Regulations on the Constitutional Court” and other
provisions.
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The tasks of the Italian Constitutional Court are: to ensure the constitutional
control of normative legal acts; to guarantee the supremacy of constitutional
norms; to protect the fundamental rights of citizens.

In accordance with the Italian Constitution of 1947, the Constitutional Court
adjudicates on: disputes on the constitutionality of laws and acts of the State and
regions that have the force of law; disputes on competence between the various
authorities of the State, between the State and the regions and between the
regions; charges brought under the Constitution against the President of the
Republic; decisions on the admissibility of a referendum [3].

Thus, it can be noted that the Constitutional Court of the Republic of
Belarus and the Constitutional Court of Italy have similar competencies, as well
as competencies that are unique to this court. Both courts exercise constitutional
control over normative legal acts, guarantee the supremacy of constitutional
norms, and provide assistance to courts of general jurisdiction on the
constitutionality of legal acts. It is worth noting that the Constitutional Court of
Italy is not part of the general judicial system, which is not the case with the
Constitutional Court of the Republic of Belarus, which is part of the judicial
system. The Constitutional Court of Italy, when considering cases, uses case-
law, which is not typical for the judicial system in the Republic of Belarus.
The competence of the Constitutional Court of Italy also includes the
appointment of referendums to decide on the abolition of certain norms, while
the Constitutional Court of the Republic of Belarus does not relate to the
appointment of referendums.

Considering the Constitutional Court of Italy, it can be seen that it actively
cooperates with the European Court of Justice in cases concerning the rights and
freedoms of citizens. The Constitutional Court of the Republic of Belarus could
adopt this practice in order to establish better cooperation with the magistrates’
courts and, possibly, to emphasize new provisions in the rights and freedoms of
citizens.

The Italian Constitutional Court is one of the centers for the development of
the science of Italian constitutional law, as evidenced by its research and its
publication on the website of this court [3].

While the Constitutional Court of the Republic of Belarus, in its message to
the President of the Republic of Belarus and the Council of the Republic of the
National Assembly of the Republic of Belarus, says that the necessary condition
for improving the quality of adopted laws and the effectiveness of the norms
contained in them is to activate the role of science in lawmaking.

The main difference in the powers of the Italian Constitutional Court, which
should be taken over by our court, is the control over the appointment of
referendums. The Italian Constitutional Court has the power to decide on the
admissibility of demands for referendums concerning the repeal of existing
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legislation. This gives him a great opportunity to participate in the legislative
and legislative life of the state, reducing all possible incidents related to the
violation of the Constitution

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ACQUISITION OF CITIZENSHIP IN THE REPUBLIC OF
BELARUS

Citizenship is an important aspect for every State. In turn, it is one of the
most important elements of the legal status of an individual, thereby obliging the
State in whose territory he lives to protect his rights and freedoms.

The right to citizenship has a wide variety of aspects that require reflection
with the participation of the opinion of the entire society in order to
subsequently take effective measures at the state level.

Therefore, we consider the concept of “citizenship”. According to Article 1
of the Law of the Republic of Belarus “On Citizenship of the Republic of
Belarus”, citizenship is a stable legal relationship of a person with the state,
expressed in the totality of their mutual rights, duties and responsibilities, based
on the recognition and respect for the dignity, fundamental rights and freedoms
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of a person. Also, citizenship in our country is an integral attribute of state
sovereignty.

In Belarus, issues related to citizenship are regulated by the Constitution, the
Law of the Republic of Belarus “On Citizenship of the Republic of Belarus” and
international treaties ratified by our State in accordance with the Constitution.

The Constitution of our state, in turn, provides its citizens with guarantees of
protection and patronage on the territory of the country and abroad.

In accordance with the current law, the acquisition of citizenship is possible
on the following grounds: by birth; as a result of admission to the citizenship of
the Republic of Belarus; in the order of registration.

Based on Article 13 of the Law “On Citizenship of the Republic of Belarus”,
citizenship by birth can be acquired by a child, if there is at least one parent in
the family, who at the time of the child’s birth is a citizen of our country,
regardless of their place of residence, within the territory of Belarus; both
parents (the only parent) of the child, provided that they permanently reside in
the territory of this state and if they do not have citizenship, if their child was
born on the territory of Belarus the parents (the only parent) of the child
permanently residing in the territory of the Republic of Belarus are foreign
citizens, provided that their child was born in the territory of the Republic of
Belarus and was denied citizenship of the country with which his parents have a
political and legal connection. If a child with no information about his or her
parents is present on the territory of Belarus, he or she is granted citizenship of
the Republic of Belarus.

The reception of citizens is carried out in accordance with Article 14 of the
law and it is possible under the following conditions (qualifications): knowledge
of one of the state languages within the limits necessary for communication with
the population of the country (language qualification); in compliance with the
entire volume of legislative acts provided by our state (political qualification);
residence on the territory for 7 years continuously (residency qualification);
availability of a legal source of existence (property qualification); the absence or
loss of citizenship of a foreign state in the case of acquisition of citizenship of
the Republic of Belarus, or an application to the competent authority of a foreign
state for the termination of the existing citizenship, except in cases where the
termination of citizenship of a foreign state is impossible for reasons beyond the
control of the person [1].

There are a number of individuals to whom certain qualifications do not
apply. The property qualification does not apply to refugees. The residency
requirement does not apply or may be reduced: for Belarusians, as well as
persons who define themselves as Belarusians, and their descendants (blood
relatives in the direct line: children, grandchildren, great-grandchildren) born
outside the modern territory of the Republic of Belarus; persons who have made
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a great contribution to the development of our country at all stages of
development (high achievements in the field of science, technology, culture and
sports) or who have a profession or qualification that is of state interest to the
Republic of Belarus; foreign citizens or stateless persons who previously held
the citizenship of our country, but lost it due to certain life circumstances.

The acquisition of citizenship in the registration procedure is primarily
associated with a simplified procedure, in which some categories of persons can
acquire it if they do not fully meet all the qualifications. All persons who have
the possibility of such a right to acquire citizenship are reflected in Article 15 of
the Law. There are also other conditions for acquiring citizenship. For example,
a child can become a citizen of our country, provided that at least one of the
parents already has it based on the grounds set out in international treaties of the
Republic of Belarus.

In some cases, according to Article 16, the law provides grounds for rejecting
an application for granting citizenship if the person who has declared it is:
convicted of committing a crime against the peace and security of mankind, a war
crime, a crime against the state; has a criminal record for committing a serious or
particularly serious crime on the territory of the Republic of Belarus or outside it,
recognized as such by the legislation of the Republic of Belarus, etc.

Despite all possible types of entry into the citizenship of our country and the
moments that do not allow you to do this, the main circumstance for obtaining
citizenship is the presence of a person of another citizenship. After all, despite
all the democracy of our country, we do not support dual citizenship, which is a
problem not only for foreigners, but also for residents of the country [2].

At the moment, the problem of dual citizenship is one of the main barriers
for many. A possible way to solve this problem may be to review this
circumstance, at the first stage, at least for the indigenous population. For the
reason that not all citizens leave the country with any mercenary intent, some do
so in connection with necessary circumstances (illness or marriage).

Thus, citizenship plays an important role in defining a person in a State. It
helps the competent authorities to quickly determine the scope of the powers that
they can apply to a person when committing any acts or protecting him. And it
also determines the political and legal relationship of a person with the state.
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DISAPPEARING HERITAGE OF BELARUS: CARTHUSIAN
MONASTERY IN BEREZA

The Carthusian order was founded in 1084 by St. Bruno of Cologne in the
Chartreuse Mountains near Grenoble (France). Monarchs and nuns belonging to
this order pursued only one goal to glorify the God. Therefore, a Carthusian
renounces everything that does not lead him to this only goal [3].

In order to strengthen its dominance on the territory of Belarus, the Catholic
Church took in the XVI-XVII centuries a number of organizational, economic
and ideological steps. They were supposed to provide the basis for the
conversion of the Belarusian population to Catholicism. And quite an important
role in this process was given to the construction of churches and the attraction
of monastic orders to the territory of the Polish-Lithuanian Commonwealth. One
of these orders was the Carthusian order. Chancellor Casimir Lev Sapieha in the
middle of the XVII century invited it in Belarus. After this action Pope
Alexander VII granted Sapieha and his descendants the title of Prince.

In order to choose the construction site for a church a prior Philip Pullman
from Gdansk was sent to Brest Region and he chose Bereza as a place for
monks. In 1648 L. Sapieha’s proposal was approved by the general captain of
the Carthusian order. The construction of the church under the supervision of the
Italian architect continued from 1648 to 1689. 300 thousand chervonets were
spent on its construction. The main monastery church was consecrated in 1666
and finishing works did not stop until the middle of the XVIII century.
The complex included a stone building of the church, several similar groups of
residential buildings, a library, a refectory, a hospital, a pharmacy, farm
buildings and a garden. The whole complex was surrounded by a big stone wall
with towers and a chapel. The main entrance to the monastery was a massive
gate with loopholes. To the left there was a two-storied Sapieha’s Palace.
The gate led to the courtyard, which was formed by the groups of monastic cells
for ordinary monks serving the monastery. Additional and economic services
were placed near them. In the second closed rectangular courtyard there were
hermit monks’ cells and neatly planned vegetable gardens. In the far corner of
the garden was a large pond, where fish were bred. In the center of the paved
yard there was a well with a pump. The courtyard itself was formed by
corridors-galleries that connected 15 separate residential buildings of hermit
monks with the church. Each complex of cells had 3 small rooms. One of them
was designed for general activities and had an exit to the courtyard surrounded
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by a high wall, another one was for prayers and the third one was for relaxation.
The main facade of the church was decorated with baroque decor. The church
building inside was divided into 2 parts — for ordinary monks and parishioners
and for hermit monks. From other monasteries the Carthusian complex differed
only in the cells of hermit monks and the peculiar structure of the interior of the
church, which was dictated by the need to separate the hermits. In general, the
monastery was an architectural complex with elements of a defensive nature,
which embodied the compositional and decorative principles of mature
baroque [1].

Socially, the monastery was a large feudal estate based on bondmen’s labor.
For one and a half centuries the monastery acquired a huge land ownership and
turned into a typical representative of feudal society. The monastery owned
2,443 serfs and 17,741 tithes of land. It is interesting that there were quite a few
inhabitants of the monastery — 14-16 monks. Monastery in Bereza, using its
economic and political position, various privileges granted by the royal power,
acquired real estate and made its property stone houses, mills, distilleries and
brick factories. The Monastery authorities encroached on craft and trade
activities of the population and monopolized the trade of salt and vodka.
The production of tiles was additionally organized, and a leather factory was
located nearby. The leather production depended on breeding sheep, which were
plentiful here. The Carthusians rented out 5 mills and 8 distilleries. In the XVII
and XVIII centuries income from drinking establishments has become very
important. The monastery in Bereza owned an inn and 7 taverns with an annual
income of 8566 zlotys. The management made sure that the money from their
rent was transferred to the monastery Treasury and fought with competitors who
sold alcoholic beverages at a lower price. This policy caused serious damage to
the trade activities of the townspeople united in urban communities. While the
townspeople were obliged to pay special drinking taxes, the monastery was free
from them. Because of economic contradictions, acute conflicts took place
between the Carthusian monastery and the townspeople. The act books of the
City Courts of Brest and Slonim contain numerous lawsuits that were waged by
Bereza monks, who tried to preserve and strengthen their monopoly rights to the
vodka trade. The peasants paid so-called honey tribute. Half of the collected
honey and wax they were forced to give to the benefit of the monastery.

Some historical events are also connected with the monastery in Bereza.
During the Northern War (1700-1721), Peter I met with the Polish King
Augustus II army here. By this time, Swedish troops had reached the banks of
the river. The crossing over the narrow but full-flowing river was guarded by a
Russian detachment of 1,500 Dragoons. Outnumbered Swedish troops forced the
Russians to retreat. The Russian tsar and the Polish king managed to leave the
monastery. The Swedes managed to capture Bereza. The troops of Charles XI
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captured 3 monks and released them only after getting a ransom. In 1795 Bereza
and the monastery became part of the Russian Empire. Lutsk-Brest Catholic
bishop became the leader of the monastery. Since 1798 Bereza became part of
Vilna diocese. Conducted at the end of the XVIII — of the XIX century there was
an inspection in the monastery. It revealed big violations of the order’s charter,
moral corruption, theft, financial abuse, intrigue, drunkenness among monks and
management. The monastery suffered greatly during the War of 1812. French
troops seized the monastery property. The Tsarist government closed Bereza
monastery August 28, 1831. The monastery church was transformed into a
parish church. The Carthusian possessions passed to the state. The real estate of
the Cartesians confiscated by the government was estimated at 8,847,777 rubles.
In 1832, the monastery buildings were placed at the disposal of the military
authorities. However, by this time they had decayed and in 1866 were
dismantled and sold as construction material. Now only part of the wall with one
of the corner towers, the entrance gate and the remains of the bell tower have
preserved. In 1934 the Polish authorities chose Bereza-Kartuzskaya as a site for
a concentration camp for political prisoners, and Hitler’s invaders created a
death camp there. In these camps, communists, Komsomol members, military
personnel were killed, dozens of thousands of innocent people were
tormented [2].

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SWAMP TOURISM IN BELARUS

There are no high mountains and seas in Belarus, but our country is
distinguished by its wonderful, unique nature and landscapes. There are a lot of
travelers who will say that they have been to the sea or in the mountains, but
rarely can anyone boast of a trip made to the swamps, the habitat of unusual
animals and plants, where they have picked cranberries and cloudberries or have
watched the crane. For those who need new experiences it is quite realistic and
affordable to do this. One of the countries that offer such a particular kind of
holiday as swamp tourism is Belarus.

Belarus is called the lungs of Europe. Due to the large presence of swamps
on the territory of the Republic of Belarus, the whole Europe is provided with
the necessary amount of oxygen. Scientists have proved that the swamps of
Belarus, which occupy 1.7 million hectares, purify the atmosphere exactly as
much as 20 million hectares of forest can do. Belarusian swamps soften the
climate, perfectly purify and moisturize the air. Traveling to the “lungs” of
Europe is not only a visit to an unusual and beautiful place, but also a real
Belarusian extreme, which is worth trying out at least once in your life.

The swamps of Belarus are a popular tourist destination, especially for
Europeans, whose lands were drained long ago. Swampy places are a mysterious
curiosity for them. They are wonderful places to relax, where one can enjoy the
reverent silence, solitude and immerse oneself in a state of peace. Special trails
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have been created in Belarus, and routes have been developed for the most
intrepid guests.

One of the most popular “swamp” places is the Yelnya Nature Reserve. It is
situated in Miory district of Vitebsk region. The upper swamp of the reserve is
the largest and one of the oldest in Belarus. Human activity on the territory of
the swamp was minimal, so unique representatives of flora and fauna were
preserved on it. The festival “Cranes and cranberries of Miory district” takes
place here. Tons of cranberries, cowberries and blueberries are harvested in the
swamp, and thousands of cranes stop here during migration. In the reserve
“Yelnya” there are special facilities — marsh steps, which you can use to walk to
lake Kurganistoe. Marsh steps are special attachments for feet not to fall into the
moss. You can also go not only on foot, but hire a swamp buggy. The eco-route
“Nature of the native land” starts from the recreation area in the village of Budy,
runs through the forest and ends with a 100-meter deck on the swamp and an
observation tower-gazebo with a height of 8 meters. The eco-path is a four-layer
wooden flooring which is 1532 meters long. Bottom layers are made of aspen
and upper layers are made of oak. You can walk on the path in your sneakers
and you will not get your feet wet. The width of the flooring is 1.5 meters, so
people with disabilities can also take a walk on them [1]. Visitor can walk the
route on their own or with a guide who will tell them in detail why the swamp is
S0 unique and notable.

The Olmany marshes in Brest region are one of the largest and most
beautiful marshes in Europe. Most of the territory of the reserve is occupied by
swampy forests, about 40 % are open transitional swamps. The Olmany marshes
are rich in flora and fauna. Some species of plants and animals are listed in the
Red Book. Here one can pick cranberries, blueberries, blackberries and
mushrooms. One of the excursion programmes is dedicated to bird watching in
this natural area. 25 species of the birds are listed in the Red Book. A small
ecological trail that can be covered on foot is popular, too. Its length is
1.5 kilometers [2]. On the way tourists can use information boards and gazebos
for recreation. The road of this route is lined with wooden flooring which in
some places goes under the water. Here one will see marsh lakes without banks,
“dead” lakes where people used to be buried and see rare species of flora.
If visitors are lucky, they will notice rare birds, a bat or a marsh turtle.
An experienced guide will make tourists feel safe and secure during the walk.

About 50 % of the territory of the National Park “Pripyatsky” is occupied by
swamps. The upper swamp serves a habitat for wild animals and birds.
The natural wealth attracts many ecotourists here. The flora of the national park
includes more than 1000 species of higher plants, of which 47 are listed in the
Red Book [1]. The animal world is rich and diverse, characterized by a
significant number of rare species that are not found anywhere else in Belarus.
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The ecopath leads to the oldest tree in the park, an 800 year old oak. A certain
section of the route goes along the edge of the swamp. Here tourists can watch
the cranes and see the blooming of cranberries.

The Zvanets Nature Reserve also presents opportunities for organizing eco-
tourism. The reserve attracts tourists with its unique nature, flora and fauna.
The Zvanets swamp is the largest lowland swamp in Europe. As a part of the
reserve’s lands, open lowland swamps make up 74 % of the territory. Zvanets is
one of the last habitats of the original Polesie fauna [1]. On the territory of the
reserve, educational and walking trails or “weekend” trails are created.
The routes cover the following issues: the relationship between the natural
environment and humans, the conservation of biodiversity, the role of swamps
in nature and human life.

Another place where ecotourism is developing is the Berezinsky Nature
Reserve. Swamps occupy 60 % of the reserve’s territory. In the reserve there are
several ecological trails, hiking, cycling, water routes. For example, the route
“On the forest protected trail” passes by aviaries with wild animals, a platform for
observation in the swamp, an observation tower and a section with a wooden
deck. Another opportunity to visit the marshes is the kayak route “Along the
Berezina River”, which passes through the wetland landscapes [3]. Every year in
November, the Berezensky Nature Reserve hosts a festival that surprises not only
with the beauty and uniqueness of the local nature, but also with the mysterious
atmosphere of Belarusian mythology. Guests are greeted by Bolotnik —
the symbol of the reserve, as well as other characters.

There are two best periods for swamp tourism. It is the end of May and the
beginning of June when fresh greens appear, birds arrive and everything blooms.
The other period is August and September, a mellow season when mosquitoes
disappear and cranes come.

So we have to preserve the beauty, richness and uniqueness of our
Belarusian nature for future generations. And as tourists we must remember to
be cautious and careful to the nature. “Every action has a reaction. We have one
planet, one chance” (Tim Mcllrath).
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PAGANISM - ROOTS, IDEOLOGY, FUTURE DEVELOPMENT

This article is dedicated to paganism, which represents one of the
underrated, forgotten and also one of the most influential attribute of our pre-
Christianity history. We are going to uncover some interesting facts, mention the
most important religious places, and also we will share our personal thoughts
about the present and the future of paganism in the Slavic world in general and
in Belarus in particular.

In the beginning, it is necessary to define what paganism is. Paganism is a
term first used pejoratively in the 4th century by early Christians for people in
the Roman Empire who practiced polytheism. During and after the Middle
Ages, the term “paganism” was applied to any non-Christian religion, and the
term presumed a belief in false god(s). Even in the first centuries of new Era,
Era of Christianity, when Christians just started to gain some really serious
power, paganism was like humiliating stigma. Then, in 9 or 10 centuries, the
idea of polytheism was almost completely eradicated, but some of cultures have
saved this unigue common piece of ancient world. Modern pagan traditions
often incorporate beliefs or practices, such as nature worship, that are different
from those in the largest world religions.

When we speak about Slavic paganism we should realize that polytheism
was barely centralized, because there were a huge number of variations from
tribe to tribe, from country to country, but they have some principles in
common: Pantheon, symbols, holidays, myths.

Slavic paganism or Slavic religion describes the religious beliefs, myths and
ritual practices of the Slavs before Christianisation, which occurred at various
stages between the 8th and the 13th century [1, p. 91]. The South Slavs, who
likely settled in the Balkan Peninsula during the 6th—7th centuries AD,
bordering with the Byzantine Empire to the south, came under the sphere of
influence of Eastern Orthodox Christianity, beginning with the creation of writing
systems for Slavic languages in 855 by the brothers Saints Cyril and Methodius
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and the adoption of Christianity in Bulgaria in 863. The East Slavs followed with
the official adoption in 988 by Vladimir the Great of Kievan Rus [2, p. 52].

The West Slavs process of Christianization was more gradual and
complicated. The Moravians accepted Christianity as early as 831, the
Bohemian dukes followed in 845, but the Poles accepted it much later, in 966,
around the same time as the Sorbs, and the Polabian Slavs only came under the
significant influence of the Roman Catholic Church from the 12th century
onwards. For them and the Sorbs, Christianisation went hand in hand with full
or partial Germanisation.

The Christianisation of the Slavic peoples was, however, a slow and
superficial phenomenon, especially in what is today Russia. Christianisation was
vigorous in western and central parts of what is today the Ukraine, since they
were closer to Kiev. Even there, however, popular resistance led by volkhvs,
pagan priests or shamans, recurred periodically for centuries.

The West Slavs of the Baltic withstood tenaciously against Christianity until it
was violently imposed on them through the Northern Crusades. Among Poles and
East Slavs, rebellion outbreaks occurred throughout the 11th century. Christian
chroniclers reported that the Slavs regularly re-embraced their original
religion [2, p. 55].

Many elements of the indigenous Slavic religion were officially
incorporated into Slavic Christianity, and, besides this, the worship of Slavic
gods has persisted in unofficial folk religion until modern times. The Slavs’
resistance to Christianity gave rise to a “whimsical syncretism” which Old
Church Slavonic vocabulary defined as “double faith” [1, c. 98].

Nevertheless, the pantheon of our ancestors was really similar to pantheons
of ancient Greece and Rome. That can be explained by the fact that inhabitants
of all our planet had been facing similar nature forces and miracles since the
beginning of everyone’s life, that’s why there are so many coincidences in
beliefs all around the world.

As in ancient Greece, for example, there is the ringleader of all the Gods —
“Bog” (from Sanskrit “Bhaga” — fate, fortune). This godly ephemeral creature
was, maybe, the only one God to be common in almost all Slavic nationalities.
Then, there are many of Gods in Belarusian mythology, but most famous of them
are : Perun — the God of thunders, Stribog — the God of winds, Dajbog — the God
of sun, warmth, rain. They were so powerful, that people erected their idols,
which can be found even today in some parts of Belarus. Every God had his/her
own kind of idol and sacrifice. Some of the conglomerates of idols could appear as
sanctuaries. There were not so many of them, but they were huge, spectacular and
pompous. The most famous of them is the town of Arkona on one of the Baltic
isles. Unfortunately, this monumental sacral town was completely destroyed.

Another important part of paganism is totems, totem animals and their
meaning. Like in American Red’s culture, every person has his/her personal

beast-symbol of character, future, behavior, luck. Of course, our totem animals
were the animals characteristic of our Belarusian forests, fields and rivers.

Now some words about holidays connected with pagan Gods. This is a piece
of pagan culture we have saved. Nowadays Belarusian people celebrate not only
Christian holidays but also Cupalie, Kalyady, Dziady and some other pagan
events, trying to preserve the essence of their traditions and rites. That is mostly
because of the mentality of the Belarusians — we are tolerant to all kinds of
religions and beliefs.

In conclusion we would like to say some words about paganism nowadays.
For centuries paganism has been evolving and transforming under a strong
influence of different philosophies, cultures, religions. So Modern Paganism, or
Neopaganism, includes reconstructed religions such as Roman Polytheistic
Reconstructionism, Hellenism, Slavic Native Faith, Celtic Reconstructionist
Paganism, or heathenry, as well as modern eclectic traditions such as Wicca and
its many offshoots, Neo-Druidism, and Discordianism. As for Slavic Native
Faith, it is classified as a new religious movement, its practitioners harken back
to the historical belief systems of the Slavic peoples of Central and Eastern
Europe, though the movement is inclusive of external influences and hosts a
variety of currents.

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HEALTHY LIFESTYLE - THE VISITING CARD OF BELARUS

Human health and well-being are interrelated, and healthy people are the
most important element of the sustainable development of any country.
The health of a nation’s population determines its social and economic
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development and ensures its supply of high-quality labour, intellectual capacity,
stability and living standards. Health is also the most valuable asset of every
person: it is their personal resource and capital, regardless of age, sex, welfare or
residence.

Six in ten Belarusians are overweight, salt consumption is at least two times
higher than the WHO recommended daily intake and almost half of men use
tobacco. Belarus economy loses 5.4 % of its national Gross Domestic Product
(GDP) each year due to premature deaths, morbidity and disability caused by
non-communicable diseases such as strokes, most heart diseases, most cancers,
diabetes, chronic kidney disease, osteoporosis, and others and the associated
reduced workforce productivity which poses a threat to the sustainable
socioeconomic development of the country [1]. Thus, promotion of healthy
lifestyle among people is vital for the country.

The World Health Organization (WHO) defines health as “a state of
complete physical, mental and social well-being and not merely the absence of
disease or infirmity” [2], which implies that this concept goes beyond the
existence or lack of existence illnesses.

Consequently, more than just healthy living, we must talk about a healthy
lifestyle that includes food, physical exercise, preventive healthcare, work, the
relationship with the environment, and social activity. In this article we aim to
describe the peculiarities of the healthy lifestyle in Belarus and measures taken
by the state to promote it.

The government policy is to make sports accessible to all in Belarus. There
are over 23,000 sports facilities in Belarus for general public. They include
149 stadiums, 337 swimming pools (a total more than 900 with mini swimming
pools), 55 sports centres, 4,517 gyms, 36 ice rinks [3].

Physical exercises should become a part of everybody’s daily life.
Belarusians enjoy a variety of sports. The most popular sport is undoubtedly
football (soccer); most Belarusian towns and villages boast amateur and
semiprofessional teams, while larger cities sponsor professional teams that often
compete internationally. Volleyball and handball also enjoy popularity. Other
popular sports are ice hockey, athletics (track and field), gymnastics, and
wrestling.

The state is keen to encourage young Belarusians into sports, with public
organisations holding events even for toddlers, and their parents. Particular
attention is paid to improving physical education of children and young people.
Teenage sports clubs are set up all over the country. National Olympic training
centre takes care of the country’s best athletes.

Belarus has a well-organized system of sports education, with specialized
children’s sports schools, undergraduate schools for physical education, a
graduate sports academy, and Olympic training centres. The system to train the
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talent pool involves 469 organizations of physical education and sport, including
11 Olympic reserve schools and 458 dedicated educational and sport
institutions. About 168,000 young athletes are enrolled in these institutions [3].

About 22,000 mass sport events are held in Belarus every vyear.
The Belarusian Ski Track, the international Minsk Cycling Carnival and Minsk
Half Marathon have become traditional events.

The country holds many competitions among children and teenagers,
including Leather Ball (football), Fast Ball (handball), Snow Sniper (biathlon),
and the national hockey tournament Golden Puck for the prizes of the President
of the Republic of Belarus.

There are many sports tournaments, competitions and meetings in Belarus
that are open and accessible to spectators, admission to many of them is free.
Therefore, even if you are not an athlete you can immerse yourself in the world
of sport and feel the emotions of the athletes. The schedule of the sports events
can be found on the webpage of the Ministry of Sport and Tourism of the
Republic of Belarus [4]. People can come to these competitions with their
family and thus introduce the younger generation to an active, healthy and
sporty life, as well as spend time with the family or friends.

Thus, active involvement of people in healthy lifestyle activities through the
implementation of effective methods and forms is the priority in Belarus.
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THE HERITAGE OF DAVID-GORODOK

Nowadays tourism is becoming one of the most exciting and progressive
industries that impacts on almost every other industry. As a part of tourism
industry, historical and cultural tourism plays a crucial role. Historical and
cultural tourism is economically advantageous for both destinations and the
communities that reside in them. It is historical and cultural tourism that makes
it possible to learn the traditions, history and culture of the nation.

In this article we aim to describe the historical and cultural heritage of
David-Gorodok, a small town of the Belarusian Polesie, and its prospects for
becoming a tourist destination.

David-Gorodok is a town in the Stolin district of the Brest region of Belarus.
Its population is about 6,000 inhabitants. It is the second largest settlement of
the Stolin district. The administrative area of the town is 1239 hectares.
The town is located at the intersection of the Stolin — David-Gorodok — Turov—
Zhitkovichi highway. The area has a flat and marshy character [1].

David-Gorodok has an ancient history. Every encyclopedia reads: David-
Gorodok appeared at the beginning of the 12" century. However, a fragment of
pottery found during the excavations of a local settlement in 1937, with a relief
pattern — a cross in a circle, suggests that David-Gorodok had existed before,
since such a characteristic sign (a cross in a circle) dates back to the 11" century.
At the beginning of the 12" century, David-Gorodok was a town of Kievan
Rus [2].

The coat of arms of David-Gorodok depicts a pier and a golden ship that
docks to it. The town is located on the Goryn River. This means that the local
princes could control the movement of ships, both along the Goryn and along
the Pripyat.

The Goryn River was called Gordynia (Russian for “pride”). Its character is
really wayward. “The same as that of Prince David,” the locals joke.
For visitors, the Goryn spill is a romance and a miracle. The writer Vladimir
Korotkevich called David-Gorodok ‘“Pogoryn’s Venice” [3]. One can see
beavers and their dams, different types of birds, enjoy the amazing nature of our
country here.

The monument to Prince David — the founder of David-Gorodok, in whose
honor this town got its name — is the symbol and the most recognizable object of
David-Gorodok. The town was not always called that way. Initially, it was
called just “Gorodok™ (the inhabitants still call themselves “gorodchuks™). Later
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in the 15" century its name was the town of Davydov. Since the 17" century it
has been called David-Gorodok.

The main architectural attraction of David-Gorodok is the wooden church of
St. George, built in the second half of the 17th century and rebuilt in 1724 [4].
There are no complex architectural elements in the external and internal
decoration of this temple, everything is done quite simply and restrainedly, which
is very typical for such ancient wooden religious buildings. Today this temple in
David-Gorodok is in excellent condition and is a very interesting architectural
monument of the Belarusian wooden architecture, cultural and historical value
and a landmark of Belarus. The temple is an example to imagine what typical
wooden churches looked like in the 17" century. There is also a small bell tower
built in the 19" century near St. George’s Church in David-Gorodok. The old
cemetery near St. George’s Church with its tombstones is an attraction.

The church and the cemetery are located on a hilly shore near the small lake
Seshka. This lake is an ancient branch of the Goryn River, which has changed its
course over a long time, and the channels that once connected this arm with the
Goryn dried up.

Another attraction of David-Gorodok is the Church of the Kazan Icon of the
Mother of God. This temple was built in David-Gorodok in 1913. There is also a
small chapel and a beautiful gate next to the church. This temple is an
architectural monument of cultural and historical significance of Belarus.

David-Gorodok is one of the oldest settlements on the territory of modern
Belarus. There is a castle hill, on which you can see a memorial stone with the
inscription: “From here came Davyd’s Town. XII century”. The stone was
placed here for a reason. In 1936 the Church of the Resurrection that stood on
the hill burned to the ground. The residents, having decided to rebuild the
church in the same place, began to dig a pit for the foundation of the temple, and
the hill turned out to be like a layered cake. Under a small layer of soil there are
the remains of ancient wooden buildings and fences, adobe stoves and cobbled
streets, street flooring, residential buildings, artifacts, decorations. On the site of
the Lower Castle Zamkovaya Street appeared where many interesting wooden
houses have survived to this day.

Now David-Gorodok is the real capital of plant growing of the country with
the largest market for the sale of seeds. Sellers and buyers from Belarus,
Ukraine, and Russia come to Gorodok on Sundays. There is a greenhouse in
almost every household. The local seeds of beets, carrots, cucumbers, herbs,
flowers are sold. The bags are printed on the spot. A unique form of folk art
appeared here. Flowers and vegetables are drawn on small wooden planks,
which are put into the seed bags to make it easier for the buyer to navigate.

“A spoon brought us into the people!”” — you can hear this saying from elderly
townspeople with their signature gesture: when everything turns out as intended,
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three fingers of the right hand — the thumb, forefinger and middle one — are
folded, imitating the movement of a spoon, with which merchants measure out
the seeds [5].

In conclusion it should be underlined that David-Gorodok is a typical
provincial town, carefully preserving its historical past and traditions of
ancestors, with a number of unique monuments of cultural and historical
significance, as well as wonderful nature. Its cultural and historical heritage
should be used to promote this tourist destination.
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BELARUSIAN FOLK TRADITIONS

Belarusian culture is considered one of the oldest European cultures. Belarus
has managed to preserve its traditions for many centuries. Every year in
Belarusian cities, towns and villages, people gather to celebrate such holidays as
Dozhinki, Kupala, Maslenitsa, Easter, Kolyady.

The celebration of Dozhinki is rooted in the distant past. This holiday is
associated with the end of the harvest period and the rewarding of the most
diligent workers. This holiday does not have a specific date, since the
celebration period is associated with the harvest of the last crop of the year.
Therefore, the date of the celebration changes slightly from year to year.
The celebration usually lasts for several days. Fairs, concerts, and various
competitions are organized. For the first time, the Dozhinki celebration was
organized in 1996 in Stolin. An interesting fact is that the celebration of
Dozhinki takes place only in Belarus.

The holiday of Ivan Kupala can be safely considered mystical. There are
many beliefs about this day. The celebration takes place on the night of the sixth
to the seventh of July. It is believed that very unusual things happen on this
night: trees and plants come to life, animals can talk, and in lakes and rivers you
can see how mermaids swim.

There is a legend that says that on this night a fern blooms, and the one who
is lucky enough to find it and bring it to the house will live happily all his life.
However, no one has yet managed to find it. Another rite is bathing; it is
believed that if you swim on the Kupala night, then a person will feel clean all
year round. Also on this holiday, young people perform another rite of
purification; it consists in jumping over the fire.

Paganism and Christianity became closely linked after the adoption of the
Christian faith. It was believed that it was on the day of the summer solstice that
John the Baptist was born. And the word “kupalo” comes from the word
“bathe”, since baptism was carried out in water. There is a legend that it was on
this night that everything that seemed in a dream became reality. The souls of
the dead came to life in the form of mermaids bathing in the river. They could
be seen in the clear water [1].

The celebration of Ilvan Kupala takes place in Belarusian villages; it is
considered that it is forbidden to sleep on this night.

Especially interesting is the holiday of “farewell” to spring, which is called
Maslenitsa. But in some regions of Belarus it is called Syrnitsa, Buttermilk.
The name did not happen by chance, in the Maslenitsa week it is customary to
refuse meat, and give preference to dairy products.

The celebration of Maslenitsa every year begins eight weeks before Easter,
and lasts exactly a week. Every day of the week has its own very interesting
customs. For example, Monday is considered the day of the beginning of
Maslenitsa, and on this day they begin to make an effigy that represents winter.
On Tuesday, it is customary to visit friends. On Wednesday, it is customary to
bake pancakes, invite guests, and be sure to visit the mother-in-law on this day,
hence the famous “to the mother-in-law for pancakes”. On Thursday, they take
special care of their pets; some of them bake pancakes especially for them.
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On Friday, the family must visit the wife’s relatives. On Saturday, it is
customary to go out for joint walks with friends or relatives. Sunday is a
particularly amazing day; it is considered a “farewell”, on this day it is
customary to ask each other for forgiveness [2].

Of course, there used to be a much larger number of rites, and even those
that remain are not performed by everyone. But, despite this, the celebration of
Maslenitsa has become a tradition, and every year various celebrations are held
in all regions of Belarus. Usually they represent various fairs, contests, eating
pancakes, and, of course, burning an effigy personifying the harsh winter, in
honor of the onset of a new warm season [3].

Easter is one of the most important Christian holidays. There are many
interesting customs and traditions associated with this day.

For several thousand years, the resurrection of Jesus Christ has been
celebrated on this day. This holiday is especially significant for the believing
people. Easter is celebrated on Sunday, a week after Palm Sunday. As the Easter
week continues, it is customary to bake cakes, make pasca, and paint eggs.
On Saturday, people go to church to baptize it all. Upon returning home, they
put a lighted egg in the water, and washed with this water. The girls rolled an
egg on their face to be healthy and beautiful. On Sunday, it is customary to
gather the whole family at the table in the morning, saying to each other “Christ
1s raised!” to which you must answer “Truly risen!” It was believed that the first
thing to try at the festive table should be an illuminated egg.

One of the favorite pastimes at Easter is considered to be a game of cue
balls-check whose egg is stronger. They also liked to roll eggs — two eggs came
down from the hillock and the egg that knocked down the other went to the
player who owned it.

On Easter night, a church all-night service was held. For this event, people
tried to dress up as smartly as possible. It was believed that the first person to
leave the church would be happy for the whole year.

In the villages, it was believed that on this day the sun shone in an unusual
way. Young people went to the hills to watch the sunrise.

Kolyady is probably one of the favorite holidays of children. On this day,
children and adults go home, tell Christmas rhymes and sing songs. They also
dress up in various unusual outfits, and carry a Christmas star with them. For
this, they are given treats and a little money. There is a sign that if you close the
door before the caroling, you can call on yourself trouble.

The name of the holiday comes from the word “kolo”, which means sun.
This refers to the winter solstice and the gradual increase in the day. Previously,
the celebration began on December 25 and lasted until January 6. But with the
adoption of Christianity, the celebration was moved from January 7 to January 8,
on the birthday of Jesus Christ.
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CRITICISM OF WIKIPEDIA AS A SOURCE OF INFORMATION

As informatization has increased the role of the Internet in the life of society
along with the number of various kinds of Internet encyclopedias has increased
too. One of the most popular among Internet encyclopedias is Wikipedia.

According to the definition that can be found in the Russian-language
version Wikipedia is “a public multilingual universal Internet encyclopedia with
free content located at wikipedia.org and implemented according to the wiki
principle. The wiki principle means that the content of the site can be edited by
anyone” [1]. The site is owned by the American non-profit organization
Wikimedia Foundation, which was established on June 20, 2003 by Jimmy
Donal Wales. Its headquarters are in San Francisco, California. The foundation
supports the infrastructure for a number of multilingual wiki projects.
The Foundation has 37 regional offices.

The name Wikipedia is derived from the English words wiki, borrowed from
the Hawaiian language, in which it means quickly and encyclopedia [1].
The term was “launched by Jimmy Wales and Larry Sanger in January
2001 [1]. Wikipedia is now the largest and most popular directory on the
Internet and the sixth most visited site in the world [2]. In terms of the amount
of information and thematic coverage, Wikipedia is considered the most
complete encyclopedia ever created in the history of mankind [1].

In May 2018, Wikipedia contained sections in 301 languages and had over
40 million articles [1] in 493 languages in its archives. September 28, 2020, the
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Russian-language version of Wikipedia had 1,663,996 articles on various topics.
According to this indicator Russian Wikipedia ranks the seventh among all
language sections. The Belarusian-language Wikipedia is significantly smaller in
comparison to the Russian one in terms of the number of articles. January 31,
2018, it had 150,000 articles [4]. The English version of Wikipedia occupies the
first place. October 12, 2020, there were 6,172,720 articles in it.

Despite the immense popularity of Wikipedia as a source of information, we
will focus on its shortcomings as a source of information and the negative
consequences of using this Internet resource. It should be noted that the users of
Wikipedia recognize the existence of a number of significant shortcomings in
the structure of this Internet resource, which ultimately led to the appearance of
a number of articles in different languages criticizing Wikipedia [3]. Wikipedia
IS criticized in many ways.

The first drawback is the impossibility of citation of Wikipedia, since
Wikipedia articles are incomplete and can be changed at any time. Secondly, this
source is not encyclopedic enough because it doesn’t present material in a
concise scientific style, while the material itself isn’t sufficiently complete,
neutral and reliably revealing the topic. Robert McHenry, the former editor-in-
chief of the Britannica encyclopedia, said in 2005 that it was a mistake to call
Wikipedia an encyclopedia because the word itself implies a level of authority
and responsibility that cannot be provided by a source opened to editing for
everyone: “For an ordinary user the clutter and confusion that may lurk beneath
the surface of a Wikipedia article are invisible. He gets to a Wikipedia article
through Google and sees information in front of him from a source that is called
an encyclopedia. This word instills complete confidence in the reliability of this
source. The average reader has no idea how the reliability of information is
achieved in ordinary encyclopedias, he just knows that this information is
reliable” [5].

The third drawback is the difficulty of checking the facts. Wikipedia
contains articles that haven’t been reviewed, sometimes with false facts.
In addition, not all editors of articles have a sufficient level of qualifications on
the topics to which their articles are dedicated to [3]. Fourthly, it very often
happens that unreliable sources are used. Despite the fact that the rules
according to which the articles must be written require confirmation of written
material by other sources, many participants use information from unreliable
sources, such as blogs and home pages, as well as the yellow press in their
articles [3].

The fifth disadvantage of Wikipedia is that people who write an article
usually address to the sources only in their native language. Obviously it
happens because the level of proficiency in the native language is much higher
than in other foreign languages. However, sources of information in national
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languages are often associated with the political, scientific, cultural and other
interests of national states. Some ideas among the native speakers may prevail
and differ from the vision of a particular situation by representatives of other
states and cultures, which in turn may lead to distortion of the objectivity of
articles [3].

The sixth problem with Wikipedia is the presence of vandalism in relation to
articles. This phenomenon becomes possible due to the very model of the
Wikipedia construction, in which any user can edit articles. Wikipedia considers
vandalism as one of the biggest drawbacks to its articles. There have also been
recorded cases of users deliberately putting incorrect information into articles.

All of the above shortcomings of Wikipedia lead to negative consequences.
First, users lose their skills in working and analyzing information. The Scottish
Parents and Teachers Council was the first to pay attention to the problem of
loss of skills in working with sources of information. In 2008, an article
appeared on the Scotsman.com. In it Wikipedia was accused of containing false
information. In addition, the use of the sources obtained from the Internet
hinders the development of students’ ability to analyze and verify information
on their own [6]. Secondly, the problems that appear because of the very
principle of Wiki make Wikipedia a field promoting certain ideas to a large
number of people.

In general, the main areas of criticism of Wikipedia can be identified as
following: the impossibility of quoting Wikipedia, uncyclopedicity, the difficulty
of checking facts, the use of unreliable sources in articles, the use of sources
only in one language, and the possibility of vandalism in relation to articles. One
more consequence that can be distinguished is the loss of skills in working with
information. It should be noted that despite a number of significant
shortcomings, today in society there is a tendency to use Wikipedia as a major
source of verification of any information.

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PAVEL SUKHOI’'S LEGACY

Pavel Osipovich Sukhoi was one of the founders of the Soviet jet and
supersonic aviation. He was twice Hero of Socialist Labor, a winner of the
Stalin, Lenin and State Prizes, a winner of the Tupolev Prize No. 1 [1; 2]. In this
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article we aim to describe the biography and achievements of this outstanding
aircraft designer, whose life was connected with Belarus.

Pavel Osipovich Sukhoi was born on 10 (22) July, 1895 in the village of
Glubokoye, the Vilna Province. Now Glubokoe is the district centre of the
Vitebsk Region of Belarus. Despite the fact that only his early childhood and
youth is connected with the historical birthplace, all his life he kept a photograph
with views of this particular Belarusian city in his desktop.

From 1905 to 1914 he attended the Gomel Gymnasium. In 1914, he entered
the Faculty of Mechanics and Mathematics of Moscow State University, where
he attended lectures on the mechanics of flight by Professor N. E. Zhukovsky.
In 1915, he became a student of the Imperial School. While studying, he began
to develop the design of the aircraft, got acquainted with pilots and listened to
their stories about flying with enthusiasm.

In 1916-1918, Pavel Sukhoi went from a cadet to a second lieutenant, and
for some time served on the North-Western Front. In 1918-1920 he worked as a
teacher of mathematics in the schools of Luninets and Gomel.

In 1921, Pavel Sukhoi began his studies at Moscow State Technical
University. In 1924, before graduating from the Moscow State Technical
University, he entered the Central Aerohydrodynamic Institute named after
N. B. Zhukovsky (TsAGI) as a draftsman in order to gain experience in making
drawings of individual parts of the aircraft structure, determining tolerances and
drawing up technological explanations for assembly drawings. Andrei Tupolev
noticed and singled out Pavel Sukhoi from a large number of technicians and
draftsmen and became the supervisor of his diploma project “A single-seat
fighter with a 300 hp engine.” For the diploma project Pavel Sukhoi received an
excellent mark.

After the graduation, Pavel Sukhoi began working as a design engineer at
TsAGI. In 1925 he was assigned to develop an all-metal fighter capable of high
speed with a powerful machine-gun armament. The assembled aircraft, named
I-4 (ANT-5), successfully passed the flight tests in the summer of 1927.
The achieved flight characteristics of the 1-4 were much higher than those of the
best foreign fighters. Every new aircraft created by Pavel Sukhoi always had
flight performance characteristics that exceeded the best achievements of
military aircraft in the world.

Pavel Sukhoi under the general supervision of Andrei Tupolev, developed
I-14 (1932-1934) fighter. He designed the RD (ANT-25) aircraft, on which
Soviet pilots made non-stop flights from Moscow through the North Pole to the
United States in 1938, and the Rodina (ANT-37). On this machine, the Soviet
pilots V. S. Grizodubova, P. D. Osipenko and M. M. Raskova set the women’s
international flight range record in 1938. In 1937-1939, Pavel Sukhoi
participated in the development of the Su-2 multi-purpose combat aircraft.
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During the Great Patriotic War 893 such machines fought air battles against the
enemy.

In 1939-1940 Pavel Sukhoi worked as the chief designer at the plant in
Kharkov. In 1940-1949, he was the chief designer of the design bureau.
In 1942-1943, under his leadership, the Su-6 armored attack aircraft was
developed.

In 1949-1953, he was appointed Deputy Chief Designer at the Tupolev
Design Bureau. In 1953 he was the head of OKB-1 as General designer, in
1954-1975 he was the Chief General Designer of plant No. 51 in Moscow.

In the post-war years, Pavel Sukhoi was among the first Soviet aircraft
designers to work in the field of jet aviation, creating several experimental jet
fighters. After the creation of the Design Bureau, under his leadership, a number
of serial combat vehicles were developed, including the Su-7 fighter with a
flight speed twice the speed of sound, fighter-interceptors Su-9, Su-11, Su-15,
fighter-bombers Su-7B with ski and wheel-ski landing gear for basing on
unpaved airfields and Su-17 with variable wing sweep in flight, front-line
bomber Su-24, attack aircraft Su-25, fighter Su-27 (fighter of the 4th generation,
still in service with the Russian Air Force). Under the supervision of Pavel
Sukhoi more than 50 aircraft designs were developed, of which 30 were put into
production.

Pavel Sukhoi died on 15 September 1975. He was buried at the
Novodevichy Cemetery in Moscow.

The aircraft of the Sukhoi Design Bureau received worldwide recognition.
The latest combat vehicle — a multifunctional Su-30MK fighter of the “4++”
generation — is one of the best in the world in terms of maneuverability and
weapons complex.

For outstanding work in the field of aviation science and technology, Pavel
Sukhoi was awarded the gold medal named after academician Andrei Tupolev
(1975). In 1955, for the Su-7B and Su-9 aircraft, he was awarded the title of the
Hero of Socialist Labor. In 1965, on the occasion of his 70th birthday, he was
awarded the second gold star of the Hero of Socialist Labor. In 1965, he was
awarded the second gold medal “Hammer and Sickle”. Among his awards are
three Orders of Lenin (1945, 1957, 1975), the Order of the October Revolution,
the Red Banner of Labor (1938), the Red Star (1933), the Badge of Honor
(1936), the Stalin Prize (for the creation of the Su-6 attack aircraft), Lenin Prize
(1968), State Prize of the USSR (1975).

In 2004, a street in Moscow was named after Pavel Sukhoi; the Gomel State
Technical University was named after him. In 1985, the museum of Pavel
Sukhoi was founded at school No. 1 in Glubokoe. In 1977, a monument to Pavel
Sukhoi was opened in Gomel. In 1987, one of the streets of Vitebsk was named
after Pavel Sukhoi.
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In conclusion it is worth mentioning that Pavel Sukhoi managed to create an
entire school of aviation engineering design, characterized by a non-standard
approach to solving problems, innovative spirit and boldness of engineering
solutions, he managed to train and educate many talented designers, test pilots,
production workers who are able to keep the aviation at the highest modern
level. He is truly a legend of aviation.

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ARKADY SMOLICH AND HIS CONTRIBUTION
TO THE DEVELOPMENT OF SOCIAL AND ECONOMIC
GEOGRAPHY OF BELARUS

Arkady Smolich (1891-1938) was a remarkable Belarusian and Soviet
scientist in the field of economics, agriculture, cartography and geography, the
founder of the social and economic geography of Belarus, a leader of the
Belarusian national movement, one of the leaders of the Belarusian People’s
Republic [1-4]. In the article we aim to show this great man’s tragic life and his
contribution to the development of science in our country.

Arkady Smolich was born on 17 September, 1891 in the village of
Batsevichi, the Bobruisk district (now in the Kichevsky district) in the family of
a priest. In 1905 he graduated from Minsk Theological Seminary. In 1916, he
graduated from the New Alexandria Institute of Agriculture and Forestry
(Pulawy, Poland), then he studied at Kiev Polytechnic Institute.

While at university Arkady Smolich began to take an special interest in
geography and local history, to study the types of administrative and territorial
divisions of countries, as well as the organization of agriculture throughout the
country.

He began to gain practical experience in 1916, while working in the Minsk
Provincial Zemstvo, where Arkady Smolich supervised the census of the
population and farms of the Minsk province. As a result he wrote the textbook
“Geography of Belarus” which was published in Vilna in 1919. The textbook is
both a scientific work and a living, heartfelt story about the Belarusian land, its
nature, economy, and people. The book provides not only a geographical
description of the country within its ethnographic borders, but also a detailed
description of all its regions.

On April 1, 1923, Arkady Smolich became a researcher at the Pedagogical
Faculty of the Belarusian State University, responsible for the creation of the
local history study room, and since December of the same year, a teacher at the
Department of Geography of Belarus and Russia.

The regionalization commission was created at the end of 1923, the main
purpose of which was to develop a project for the zoning of the BSSR. Arkady
Smolich was the secretary of the Commission. As a result of the discussion of
the zoning project at a meeting of the Commission on January 19, 1924, it was
decided to create 8 districts on the territory of the BSSR: Polotsk, Vitebsk,
Orsha, Mogilev, Bobruisk, Minsk, Borisov and Mozyr.
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In May 1924, after the approval of the projects by the Central Commission
and local commissions, a project for dividing the territory of the republic into
10 regions and 100 districts was approved. In contrast to the preliminary
discussions of the district division of Belarus, the Slutsk and Kalininsky (centre
of Klimovichi) districts were included in the new zoning along with the eight
above-mentioned ones. An administrative reform based on the administrative-
economic zoning of Belarus was carried out in July 1924. As a result, uyezds
and volosts were abolished, and in their place administrative districts were
created — something in between in terms of coverage of the territory between
uyezds and volosts, and village councils were enlarged. Finally, the new
administrative-territorial system was formalized by the decree of the Central
Executive Committee and the Council of People’s Commissars of the BSSR
dated January 2, 1925. As a result of the reform, instead of the former
15 counties, 227 volosts and 3405 village councils, the republic was divided into
10 regions, 100 districts and 1202 village councils.

In 1925, at a meeting of the council of the pedagogical faculty of the
Belarusian State University, Arkady Smolich defended his Ph. D. thesis “Types
of geographical landscapes” and was elected associate professor of the
Department of Geography of the University, and in 1926 — a professor of this
department.

Since 1925 he was a full member of Inbelkult (the Institute of Belarusian
Culture). During 1925-1928 Arkady Smolich was the editor-in-chief of all
Inbelkult Editions, the head of its publishing house, the head of the agricultural
section and the regionalization commission. In 1928 Arkady Smolich, together
with Vasily Ignatovsky, Vaclav Lastovsky and Stepan Nekrashevich, developed
the charter of the Belarusian Academy of Sciences, opened on January 1, 1929.
During these years Arkady Smolich wrote several dozen major scientific papers.

On May 9, 1930, the Russian Geographical Society awarded him a small
gold medal for such works as “Placement of the population on the territory of
the BSSR” and “Agricultural areas of the BSSR in 1928: the previous scheme
and methodological guidelines”.

Unfortunately, this great Belarusian geographer was unable to continue his
scientific activity because he fell under the period of Stalinist repressions, like
many other representatives of the Soviet intelligentsia. However, Arkady
Smolich managed to make a tremendous contribution to the development of the
geography of Belarus, left his mark on the administrative-territorial division of
the country, which remained the same for a long time, in his works he conveyed
an excellent description of Belarus.

He was arrested on June 26, 1930 in the case of the Union of Liberation of
Belarus. At the time of his arrest, he was married and had three children. In
1931, he was exiled for 5 years to the Perm region, and then to the town of
Ishim, the Tyumen region. In August 1935 he was released. He tried to return to
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Minsk, but on July 16, 1937 he was arrested again and was sentenced to capital
punishment by the decision of the “troika” of the NKVD of the Omsk region. He
was shot in the Omsk prison on June 17, 1938.

According to the first sentence, he was rehabilitated by the Supreme Court
of the BSSR on June 10, 1988, according to the second by the presidium of the
Tyumen Regional Court on February 9, 1957.

To sum up Arkady Smolich was an outstanding Belarusian public and
political figure, educator and scientist, one of the founders of the Belarusian
People’s Republic (1918), Professor and Head of the Department of Geography
of the Belarusian State University, a member of the Presidium of the Belarusian
Academy of Sciences. His name should be and will be remembered among great
Belarusians.
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ARCHITECTURE OF BELARUS

Belarusian cities and villages preserve a large number of beautiful
architectural and cultural monuments. Artistic movements and religious
denominations have played a role in shaping the architecture of Belarus. Almost
every city in Belarus has ancient churches and cathedrals, castles, palaces and
manors, town halls, chapels, fortresses, fortifications and other architectural
attractions.
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This article provides an overview of the most common architectural styles in
Belarus and examples of their implementation throughout the country.

St. Sophia Cathedral in Polotsk, built between 1044 and 1066, is considered
the earliest and most important church built in Belarus. The cathedral is built in
the Byzantine style, which became the culmination of early Christian
architecture. This style dates back to the period 330 BC, and lasted until the
Middle Ages before the fall of Constantinople in 1453. In Bulgaria, Russia,
Romania, Serbia, Belarus, Georgia, Ukraine, Macedonia, and other Orthodox
countries, Byzantine architecture lasted even longer, giving rise to local
architectural schools. In the 12th century, the original Polotsk School of
architecture was founded on Byzantine architectural traditions, influenced by the
architectural forms of the Polotsk St. Sophia Cathedral. The most outstanding
church buildings of that time were the Church of the Spaso-Euphrosyne at the
Spaso-Euphrosyne Monastery in Polotsk, the Borisoglebsky Monastery in
Belchitsy near Polotsk and the Annunciation Church in Vitebsk. Grodno
architectural school, which was established at the same time, is also
distinguished by its originality and includes the Borisoglebskaya (Kolozha
Church) and the Church of the Dormition of the Virgin in Grodno.

In the X—XIII centuries, the predominance of the Romanesque style is noted,
which is characterized by a combination of a clear architectural silhouette and a
laconic exterior. The buildings look solid and have massive walls with narrow
window openings. The main buildings of this period are temples-fortresses and
castles. In Belarus, the style is represented by castles-fortresses in Novogrudok,
Lida, Grodno, and Mir. On the territory of Belarus, 6 objects are built in the
Romanesque style. The Kamianetskaya Tower is a unique example of defensive
architecture, a monument of Romanesque style with elements of early Gothic,
built in 1271-1288.

The Gothic style in Belarus was born at the end of the XIV century and had
its own unique features. It evolved from Romanesque architecture and was
replaced by Renaissance architecture. Its characteristic features are a pointed
arch, a ribbed arch and an archbut. Gothic architecture is known as the
architecture of great cathedrals, abbeys, and churches. It is also the architecture
of castles, palaces, town halls, universities. On the territory of Belarus,
19 objects represent the Gothic style. Among them is the Church of the Holy
Trinity built in 1570 in Vitebsk; Shumakov Church of the Transfiguration of the
Lord, built in 1609 in the Brest region, the Church of the Dormition of the
Blessed Virgin Mary in the Minsk region.

The Renaissance is an epoch in the history of culture at the beginning of the
last quarter of the XIV—XVI centuries. In the second half of the XVI century,
Renaissance features are increasingly found in Belarusian architecture.
Examples of the style in Belarus are the churches in Smorgon, Gniezno,
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Bykhov. 21 objects on the territory of Belarus represent the Renaissance style.
The combination of Gothic and Renaissance architecture can be seen in the
Catholic Church of the Holy Trinity in Chernavchitsy, Brest district.

Baroque is an architectural style that originated in the XVI-XVII centuries
in the Italian cities of Rome, Venice and Florence. This architectural and artistic
movement during the Grand Duchy of Lithuania was known as the “Vilna
Baroque”. Its features can be traced in the Cathedral of St. Sophia in Polotsk
(1738-1760), built on the foundation of the Orthodox Church destroyed at the
beginning of the XVIII century. On the territory of Belarus, 153 objects
represent the Baroque style. Among them are the Cathedral of the Descent of the
Holy Spirit in Minsk, the Cathedral of the Most Holy Theotokos (built in 1700);
Ruzhansky Basilian Monastery and the Church of Saints Peter and Paul (built in
1770), the Cathedral of the Dormition of the Blessed Virgin Mary and
St. Stanislav in Mogilev[1].

Rococo originated in France in the first half of the 18th century as a style
developed from the Baroque. This style is characterized by sophistication,
decorative interiors, and elegant ornaments. 11 objects on the territory of
Belarus represent this style, for example, the Baranovichi St. Basil’s Cathedral,
built in 1924; the complex of buildings of the railway hospital built in 1912 in
Minsk; the Church of Our Lady of All Sorrows, built in 1980 in Minsk.

Classicism is an artistic style and aesthetic direction in European art of the
XVII-XIX centuries. Any work of art from the point of view of classicism
should be strict, formal and restrained. Special attention is paid to the symmetry,
proportions, geometry and correctness of the details. This style is characterized
by an orderly arrangement of columns, pilasters and lintels, the use of
semicircular arches, domes, niches. In Belarus, this style has become widespread
due to the regular reconstruction of cities. 114 objects on the territory of Belarus
represent classicism. Among them are the Minsk Gate (1953); the Intercession
Church built in 1885 in the village of Zhabinka, Brest region; the Church of
St. Mary Magdalene in Minsk.

Neo-Gothic is an architectural style of the XVIII-XIX centuries, formed in
the era of intense capitalist relations and the birth of imperialism in Europe. This
style is recognized as exemplary in the construction of Catholic and Protestant
churches, large public buildings and mansions. 41 objects on the territory of
Belarus represent the neo-Gothic style. Three of the highest religious buildings
in Belarus were built in the Gothic Revival style: the Church of the Holy Trinity
in Gervyaty, the Church of Peter and Paul in Zhuprany, the Church of
St. Vladislav in the village of Subbotniki.

Neo-Baroque, or new Baroque, emerged in the second half of the XIX — early
XX century, taking the forms and compositional elements of buildings in the
Baroque style. On the territory of Belarus, this style was used in the construction
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and reconstruction of churches: St. Nicholas Church built in the village of Svir,
the Church of the Virgin of Ruzhentsova in the village of Soly, etc.). A total of
8 objects on the territory of Belarus represent the neo-Baroque style.

Neoclassicism emerged in the XIX—XX centuries. On the territory of
Belarus, 15 objects represent the neoclassical style: the Church of the Dormition
of the Blessed Virgin Mary in Pruzhany, public buildings (hotel “Minsk’) and
estates (the Palace of the Popovskys in Zhemislavl).

Neo-Romance combines elements of Romanticism, Gothic and Renaissance.
In Belarus, Neo-Romance is represented by Catholic churches, for example, the
Roman Catholic Church of St. Barbara in Vitebsk, which combines the best
traditions of two trends in architecture — Neo-Gothic and Neo-Romance — and is
recognized as a unique work of art. The Church of the Holy Trinity in Kossovo
and Plissa, the Church of the Virgin Mary in Albertina — a total of 9 objects on
the territory of Belarus represent this style [2].

Constructivism is a form of architecture in Soviet post-revolutionary art that
originated in 1920. Constructivism combined advanced technology with social
purpose and political ideology. The main feature of constructivism is to organize
the material environment and design the external forms of objects in accordance
with their function. The style combines minimalism, straight lines and various
shapes, such as cylinders, squares, rectangles, cubes. 7 objects on the territory of
Belarus represent constructivism. The most famous representatives are the
Officers” Club in Grodno, the Church of St. Anthony of Padua in Brest.
Constructivism is the same architectural style that turned Minsk into the capital,
because the Government House, the Polytechnic University and other buildings
were built in this style.

In conclusion, it should be noted that the Belarusian people have created a
highly developed and original architecture throughout their history. Despite the
wars and destruction, many architectural treasures and sights of Belarus have
survived to tell us the story of our amazing country.
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THE TRADITIONS OF ENGLISH NONSENSE IN BELARUSIAN
LIMERICKS

The purpose of the research is to study the traditions of nonsense and the
reflection of these traditions in Belarusian limerick. The object of the research is
the linguistic peculiarities of English and Belarusian limerick. The subject of the
research is “The Book of Nonsense” by Edward Lear and the book by Andrew
Khodanovich “3emiisiki, anb0o Oemapyckist JJiMepbIKi”.

In the course of the research the following tasks were put forward: to study
the history of the development of limerick in English and Belarusian literature;
to analyze the contribution of E. Lear as one of the brightest representatives of
English traditions of nonsense to the development of the genre of limerick; to
research linguistic and thematic originality of Belarusian Limerick.

The actuality of our research is in the necessity of learning more about the
characteristic peculiarity of English literary tradition which is focused on
grotesque, humour, absurd and to compare the above mentioned with the
Belarusian literature. England is considered to be the Motherland of the cartoon
which is reflected in the original genre of nonsense. This is a specific “gift” of
England to the word literature. Nonsense is represented by various forms of
poetry and prose. One of the small forms of nonsense is limerick.

Having studied the life and work of the two authors we can state that
Andrew Khodanovich and E. Lear were quite different people who were born in
different centuries and under the influence of different cultures. But they are
closely connected with the help of limericks.

The Belarusian variant has got a number of differences from the English
canon of this genre. For example, the rhymes of the first and the fifth lines of
English limerick are identical and what concerns Belarusian and Russian version
the homonymic rhyme is used more often. It happens so due to some specific
features of Slavonic languages in comparison with English, where the average
length of a word two or three times less than in Slavonic languages. That’s why
the five-lined English strophe gives more information.

The comic effect in limericks is reached with the help of senseless contents
behavior of characters.

The peculiarity of limericks is in their creation using neologisms, puns,
primitive poetry and paradoxes.

What concerns Belarusian Literature the appearance of limerick occurred
not long ago, due to A. Khodanovich who created original Belarusian limericks.
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We can state that a toponym is in fact the reason for writing a limerick. With
the toponym the main strange feature is rhymed, which constitutes the essence
of every text.

A. Khodanovich as well as E. Lear pays special attention to toponyms.

E. Lear takes exotic names of places or he makes up names of English cities
himself, and this is the condition and reason for strange behaviour of his
characters. A. Khodanovich in every of his 106 limericks mentions a real town
or a village or a township and shows the inhabitants of this place.

The main difference of limericks by A. Khodanovich is the change in the
common contents of the scheme of classical limerick. In a classical limerick the
plot is developing in a strict sequence of position: a person from a definite way
which leads to some consequences and characterizes this person or causes the
reaction of people living in this location. In the Belarusian limerick we can see
another scheme,

In the first line the author characterizes the person; often the profession of
the person is used as his characteristics. Sometimes it can be his appearance,
age, religion. In the second and the third line the author gives the description of
the definite situations and tells about the qualities and actions of the person. The
fifth line is necessary to the outcome of the plot.

His characters read and quote Fried, Nits-she, learn Shakespeare but
together with this they can act ridiculously and even indecently. They lead
active way of life and at the same time can do mad, crazy things:

A. Khodanovich widens the thematic sphere of a limerick. He uses different
stylistic devices creating the images of his personages, such as pun, hyperbole,
comparison, oxymoron, evaluative epithet.

The most important peculiarity of the modernization of the genre was the
fact that it got a greater connection with national, folklore, and left absurd and
approached to comic. It proves that Belarusian literature doesn’t have full
absurd, that’s why in the Belarusian context nonsense got sense.
